Preface

The second issue of Maritime Law Journal for 2025 covers the
period from April to June. The central theme of this issue is ship
arrest, a topic thoroughly explored by Bulat Karimov, who, in his
piece, addresses its key aspects within the Russian legal context.
The defining feature of ship arrest in Russia lies in its uncertainty.
Case law reveals how difficult it is to foresee whether a vessel
will be arrested, or subsequently released. This uncertainty has
an adverse impact on the broader market, potentially deterring
creditors who might otherwise expect to secure an arrest in
another jurisdiction. At the same time, this approach creates
room for opportunistic behaviour.

In addition, Bulat Karimov and Valeria Pavlova analysed data on
ship arrests in Russia over the past 13 years. The data reveal that
courts grant most arrest applications in cases involving oil spills
or damage (vessel collisions or mooring collisions).

Konstantin Putrya and | shared insights from the CMI Conference
in Tokyo, which we attended between 14 and 17 May. A central outcome of the conference was the adoption
of the final text of Lex Maritima, which sets out 25 General Principles of Maritime Law. Initiated by Professor
Erik Van Hooydonk, the document took a decade to complete and represents a significant step towards
enhancing legal certainty and harmonising the regulatory framework in the maritime field.

Ekaterina Tkachenko contributes another piece marking the 120th anniversary of the Russian Maritime
Law Society. In the previous issue, we looked at how the organisation was founded and the aims it
pursued. This time the author delves into the biographies of its identified members, along with Russian
honorary members of the Comité Maritime International, all pieced together through archival documents,
memoirs of descendants and online sources. This publication serves not only as a record of what has
been uncovered, but also an open invitation to continue the search. Perhaps some of our readers may
yet be able to shed light on forgotten names and, in doing so, help enrich the history of the Russian
Maritime Law Society.

Meanwhile, preparations are well underway for the conference organised to celebrate the 120th anniversary
of the Russian Maritime Law Society. The event will be held on 31 October 2025 at Wawelberg Hall, a historic
venue located in the former building of the St. Petersburg Commercial Bank.

The programme will feature a historical session and a debate-format panel discussion on the main issues
facing the maritime industry today. Among the invited speakers are representatives from the Ministry of
Transport, heads of legal departments at shipping companies, and other prominent lawyers specialising
in maritime law.

We continue to track statistics on maritime cases. According to the available data, most private law
proceedings between April and June of this year concerned the recovery of payments under various
maritime contracts, while among public law disputes, cases involving unlawful border crossings were at
the top of the list. This section is curated by Bulat Karimov.
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This issue concludes with the Journal’s traditional section-Review of New Literature on Maritime Law.
Section curator Ivan Kobchenko compiled nine books for the second quarter of 2025.

| extend my special thanks to Valeria Pavlova for her assistance in preparing the section on statistics of
maritime cases and the review of new literature, and to Ekaterina Shevtsova for translating the journal
articles into English.

Our new Executive Editor, Alexey Malakhovskiy, oversaw the preparation of this issue. A 2015 graduate of
the Higher School of Economics, he spent the following ten years at the legal publication Pravo.ru, where
he rose from correspondent to deputy editor-in-chief. | am confident that Alexey’s professional expertise
will not only broaden the range of topics we cover, but also help us reach a wider readership.

Members of the Russian Maritime
Law Society: From Composer to
Winemaker

In our previous article, we explored the origins of the Russian Maritime Law Society, the goals it pursued,
and how effectively it fulfilled them. This article continues that research, now through the lens of personal
stories. Presented here are the biographies of members of the Society and Russian honorary members of
the Comité Maritime International (CMI), whose identities we have been able to establish. Their lives have
been reconstructed piece by piece from archival documents, family recollections, and rare online sources.

The lives of these individuals are closely intertwined with the history of maritime law. Among them were
prominent jurists, maritime practitioners, and public officials whose decisions shaped the development of
the industry. While we have managed to gather substantial information on some of them, others remain
largely enigmatic. For instance, the professional background and key accomplishments of eleven members
are known only in fragments, and for eight members of the Society, almost no records have survived.

This publication is not only a story of what has been uncovered, but also an invitation to continue the
search. Perhaps among our readers are those who can shed light on the forgotten names and help enrich
the history of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

The Russian Maritime Law Society brought together professionals dedicated to the development and
study of domestic maritime law. Its membership included esteemed legal scholars and practicing lawyers,
government officials, and entrepreneurs whose work was closely tied to the maritime industry. But who
were these people?

At the time of its founding on 18 May 1905, the Russian Maritime Law Society counted 54 members."

The earliest documentary evidence of their affiliation with the Society is preserved in the records of the
Comité Maritime International. Bulletin No. 30, which reports on the outcomes of the Venice Conference
(25-28 September 1907),2 mentions three members of the Society who formed part of the Russian dele-
gation: chairman Sergei Vasilyevich Rukhlov, his deputy losif Ivanovich Karnitsky, and Secretary Valerian
Eduardovich Grevs. These names became the starting point of our research.

Special mention should be made of the Russian honorary members of the Comité Maritime Internation-
al, Fyodor Fyodorovich Martens, Mikhail Alexandrovich von Taube, and Ivan Alexandrovich Ovchinnikov.
They represented the Russian Empire at the Comité’s conferences even before the Maritime Law Society
was established. Although they were not formally members of the Society, they contributed alongside its
members to the development of maritime law both nationally and internationally.

By 1913, the Society comprised 53 individuals, including full members, honorary members, and
associate members. According to its charter, they were elected to key positions such as chairperson,
deputy, editorial board member, secretary, and treasurer. However, the composition of the Society was
not static: the chairperson and deputy were re-elected every two years, while the treasurer and part of
the council were renewed annually. Moreover, the charter allowed for the admission of new members
as well as the removal of those who failed to fulfil the obligations associated with their membership
category.

The regular rotation of members undoubtedly complicates efforts to reconstruct a complete list
of the Society’s members and their respective roles. Today, we can only assume as to how long some
of them were involved in its work, whether they were permanent participants or took part only occa-
sionally.

The gaps in biographical information can be attributed to several factors: varying levels of involvement
among the members themselves, the revolutionary upheavals of the early 20" century, political repression,
mass emigration, and the fragmentary nature of surviving archival records. The professional diversity of
the Society also played a role: alongside lawyers, its ranks included naval officers, entrepreneurs, finan-
ciers, journalists, agronomists, physicians, and even artists. This diversity, while enriching the Society’s
discussions, also complicates research, as traces of their activities are scattered across a wide—and at times
unexpected-range of sources.

The complete membership list dated 21 May 19132 is especially valuable, it is the earliest known docu-
ment listing all 53 members of the Society. Admittedly, it does not include any details about their positions
or professional affiliations, leaving ample room for further research.

In this article, we attempt to fill some of these gaps by focusing primarily on the biographies of the
Russian honorary members of the Comité Maritime International. Their work not only influenced the ac-
tivities of the CM, but also laid the foundation for the development of maritime law in the first half of the
20t century.

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RUSSIAN HONORARY MEMBERS OF THE CMI

Fyodor Fyodorovich
(Friedrich Fromhold) Martens
(1845-1909)

A diplomat and international legal scholar of Es-
tonian origin, member of the Council of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, vice president of the Institute of
International Law, and a member of the Permanent
Court of Arbitration in The Hague.

He was born on 15 August 1845 in the city of Per-
nov, Governorate of Livonia (now Parnu, Estonia).
Owing to his academic excellence, Martens was trans-
ferred from an orphanage school to the St. Peter’s
German School, from which he graduated in 1863
before entering the Faculty of Law at the Imperial St.
Petersburg University.

From 1867, Fyodor Fyodorovich remained at the
university to contribute to the development of the
emerging discipline of international law. Two years
later, after his thesis “On the Right of Private Property
in Time of War” was approved and he successfully completed his master’s examination, he was awarded
the degree of Master of International Law. The young scholar was then sent abroad to further his studies
and gain experience in the field.

In 1871, Martens was invited by the university administration to return to St. Petersburg and take up
the chair of International Law. That same year, he was appointed by the curator of the St. Petersburg Edu-
cational District as an associate professor.

Two years later, he defended his doctoral thesis, “On Consuls and Consular Jurisdiction in the East,
in which he argued that international law is closely interconnected with domestic legal systems and
the degree of individual liberty, considering the latter a key criterion for a state’s participation in inter-
national affairs.

During this period, Martens actively collaborated with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. In 1873, he worked
with the Ministry’s archives to compile a comprehensive collection of all international treaties ever con-
cluded by Russia with other countries. The first volume was published a year later, and the fifteenth, the
final one appeared in 1909.* Around the same time, Martens took part in the Brussels Conference, which
focused on the codification of the laws and customs of war.

In 1876, Fyodor Fyodorovich was appointed full professor at St. Petersburg University, where he re-
mained until 1905.

In 1879, Fyodor Fyodorovich was appointed special official under State Chancellor Alexander Mikhai-
lovich Gorchakov. Two years later, he became a permanent member of the Council of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs.

He was soon awarded an honorary Doctor of Laws degree by the University of Edinburgh (1884), fol-
lowed by the same distinction from the University of Cambridge (1895).

Beginning in 1886, Fyodor Fyodorovich taught international law at the Imperial Alexander Lyceum. That
same year, he became a member of the Russian Red Cross Society.

Martens was one of the founding members of the CMI (1897) and its honorary member. Beginning in
the 1880s, he represented Russia at nearly all major international conferences, including the 1889 Brussels

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Conference on Commercial and Maritime Law, the Brussels Anti-Slavery Conference (1889-1890), the confer-
ences of the Permanent Court of Arbitration in The Hague, and various international Red Cross conferences.

Martens also served as a government delegate to the Hague Conference on Private International Law in
1893, 1894, 1900, and 1904, and was among the organisers of the Hague Peace Conferences of 1899 and
1907. At the First Hague Conference, he worked on developing principles for the peaceful settlement of
international disputes. It was during this conference that the famous “Martens Clause” was incorporated
into the Convention Respecting the Laws and Customs of War on Land, a landmark step in the humanisa-
tion of the laws of war. Its core idea remains enshrined in modern international humanitarian law: even in
situations not specifically reqgulated by law, both combatants and civilians are protected by the principles
of international law derived from established customs, the laws of humanity, and the dictates of public
conscience.

At the Second Hague Conference in 1907, Martens chaired the commission on maritime law. Its work
resulted in the adoption of eight conventions that laid the foundation for this branch of international law.?

In 1900, Martens was made a foreign member of the French Academy of Moral and Political Sciences,
and in 1908, he was elected a Corresponding Member of the St. Petersburg Academy of Sciences.

Martens was also actively involved in international arbitration, serving as an arbitrator in disputes be-
tween states, many of which had serious political implications. He was repeatedly appointed as an arbitrator
from the lists of the Permanent Court of Arbitration in The Hague, a clear recognition of his unquestioned
authority in this field.

In recognition of his contributions to the development of humanitarian law and his efforts in the peace-
ful settlement of international disputes, Martens was repeatedly nominated for the Nobel Peace Prize.
According to the prize's online archive, Fyodor Fyodorovich holds the record for the most nominations—24
in total. This surpasses the combined number of nominations received by all other nominees from both
the Russian Empire and the Soviet Union.®

Martens died on 6 June 1909 (according to some sources, 7 June) at the Valk railway station in the Gov-
ernorate of Livonia, en route to St. Petersburg, from sudden cardiac arrest. He was buried in the Lutheran
section of the Volkovo Cemetery.’

Mikhail Alexandrovich von Taube
(1869-1961)

Russian and French international lawyer, diplomat,
historian, councillor, professor, and public official.

Mikhail Alexandrovich von Taube was born on
3 May 1869 in Pavlovsk, in the Saint Petersburg
Governorate.

After graduating from the Sixth St. Petersburg
Gymnasium in 1887, he entered the Faculty of Law at
St. Petersburg University. Upon receiving a first-class
diploma for his thesis “The Reception of Roman Law
in the West,” he remained at the university to prepare

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for a professorship in international law (1891), at the recommendation of Professor Fyodor Fyodorovich
Martens, under whom he had studied.

In 1896, he earned a master’s degree,® and three years later, a doctorate in international law.? He taught
at Kharkov University (from 1897), later returned to St. Petersburg University (1903-1911), and also lectured
at the Imperial School of Jurisprudence (1909-1917).

Taube later served as full dean of the Faculty of Law (1904). Shortly thereafter, he was appointed full
professor of international law and promoted to the rank of actual state councillor (1906). In 1907-1908,
Mikhail Alexandrovich lectured on international law at the Higher Women'’s Law Courses established by
E.l. Peskovskaya, which operated from 1905 to 1911.'°

Alongside his academic and teaching activities, Mikhail Alexandrovich also pursued a legal career.
In 1892, he was assigned to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, where he began working as a file clerk in the
Second Division of the Minister’s Chancellery. Over time, Taube advanced within the Ministry, rising from
a junior official to a member of its Council.

Mikhail Alexandrovich was an honorary member of the CMI representing Russia. In addition, some
sources refer to him as a founding member of the Russian Maritime Law Society."

In 1904-1905, Taube represented Russia before the Paris International Commission of Inquiry on the
Dogger Bank Incident; from 1908 to 1909, at the London Naval Conference; and from November 1909, at
the Permanent Court of Arbitration in The Hague.

In 1910, at the Paris session of the Institute of International Law, Taube became an associate member
of the Institute; in 1914, he was appointed a member of the Academy of International Law in The Hague
and joined its Administrative Council; and in 1915, he became a corresponding member of the American
Institute of International Law.

Continuing his public service, from 1911 Mikhail Alexandrovich served as deputy minister of Public
Education, actively participated in the work of the State Duma, and contributed to drafting legislation on
the introduction of universal primary education.

Some sources attribute a key role to Taube in the decision to repatriate Russian gold from German banks
on the eve of World War | in 1914, a move that provided crucial support to the state treasury during the
challenging years of the war.'?

In 1915, Mikhail Alexandrovich was appointed senator with the rank of privy councillor. Two years later,
he became a member of the State Council by imperial appointment.

Taube was also an active participant in the country’s socio-political life. In 1906, he became one of the
founding members of the St. Petersburg Philosophical Society and was granted full membership. Two years
later, he joined the ranks of the Supreme Prize Court on behalf of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and also
served as the Ministry’s representative in the Russian Society for the Protection of Women.

As a supporter of the anti-war movement, Mikhail Alexandrovich von Taube became one of the founding
members of the St. Petersburg Peace Society in 1909."

In 1912, Taube became a full member of the Imperial Historical Society, and from 1914, a member of the
Imperial Society for the Promotion of Historical Enlightenment. He was also affiliated with the Moscow Ar-
chaeological Institute and several provincial scholarly archival commissions. In 1913, Mikhail Alexandrovich
was made an honorary member of the Society of Classical Philology and Pedagogy in St. Petersburg.

From 1917, Taube lived in exile. He lived, worked, and lectured on history in Finland, Sweden, France,
Germany, and Belgium. He was a member of the Special Committee for Russian Affairs in Finland (1918),

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the Academy of International Law in The Hague, the Russian Historical and Genealogical Society in America,
and served on the academic council of the Russian Scientific Institute in Berlin.

A long-standing passion of Mikhail Alexandrovich, a descendant of the old Swedish-German von Taube
family dating back to the 13™ century, was genealogy. He researched the origins and histories of the von
Taube and von Uexkiill families. Before his emigration, he was one of the founding members of the Russian
Genealogical Society and a member of the Historical and Genealogical Society.

In exile, Taube continued his passion for genealogy. In 1950, he became Vice President of the Rus-
sian Historical and Genealogical Society in France. He was also a member of the Russian Historical and
Genealogical Society in America and of the Central Genealogical Commission under the Union of the
Nobility of Europe. This Commission was established to prevent imposture, to serve as a noble arbitra-
tion tribunal, to maintain a unified register of noble families, and to publish a compendium of titled
and untitled Russian nobility. Its mission was to consolidate all matters relating to the Russian nobility
within a single institution and to provide official information to interested parties in accordance with
the laws of the Russian Empire.™

Mikhail Alexandrovich von Taube died on 29 November 1961 in Paris. He was buried alongside his
children at the Russian cemetery of Sainte-Geneviéve-des-Bois (grave No. 5416).

Ivan Alexandrovich Ovchinnikov
(1865-1917)

Military legal officer, international maritime law
expert, lieutenant general of the Navy, and profes-
sor at the Alexander Military Law Academy and the
Nikolaev Naval Academy.

After graduating from the Naval Cadet Corps
in 1886, Ovchinnikov was commissioned as a mid-
shipman. Upon completing his studies at the Mili-
tary Law Academy in 1892, he attended lectures at
the Faculty of Law of the University of Lausanne in
1894-1895.

In 1896, he was appointed lecturer in maritime
international law at the Nikolaev Naval Acade-
my and also taught full-time at the Naval Cadet
Corps.” A year later, lvan Alexandrovich began
teaching international law at the Military Law
Academy, where he later defended his dissertation
titled “Prize Law.”

In April 1899, Ovchinnikov was appointed as a representative of the Naval Ministry at the First and
Second Hague Peace Conferences (1899, 1907), as well as at conferences in Brussels (1905, 1910), Geneva
(1906), and London (1908-1909)."

Ivan Alexandrovich was an honorary Russian member of the CMI.

In March 1902, he joined the Special Council tasked with drafting the Code of Merchant Shipping, and
in April 1909, he became a member of the Commission for the revision of existing regulations concerning
prize awards."”

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In 1903, Ovchinnikov was promoted to the rank of lieutenant colonel, and a year later was appointed
field officer for special assignments to the Chief of the Admiralty Naval Staff. In 1907, he was promoted to
colonel; in 1911, to major general; and in 1915, to lieutenant general of the Navy.

As a lieutenant general from 1915, Ovchinnikov represented the Ministry of the Navy at international
conferences on matters of international maritime law.®

Alongside his role representing Russia on the international stage, Ivan Alexandrovich was also deeply
involved in teaching. From 1907 to 1917, he served as a professor at the Alexander Military Law Academy,
and at the Nikolaev Naval Academy he held the position of full professor and head of the Department of
International Law (from 1910). At both institutions, he had been teaching international law as a full-time
lecturer since 1900. Between 1911 and 1914, he also held the same position at the Naval Cadet Corps.

In December 1914, Mikhail Alexandrovich was appointed full head of the Central Reference Bureau for
Prisoners of War under the General Directorate of the Russian Red Cross Society.

In 1916, he was awarded the title of Professor Emeritus at the Nikolaev Naval Academy."

Ovchinnikov held the position of chief legal adviser to the Ministry of the Navy and the Naval General
Staff on matters of international maritime law and the law of naval warfare.

Ivan Alexandrovich was also the author of numerous works on international and prize law, including
“International Maritime Law in the 19th Century,”"Notes on International Maritime Law,"“The English Declara-
tion of Neutrality,”and “A Compendium of Maritime Law,”among others. A significant number of his writings
were published in Morskoy Sbornik (The Naval Digest). However, this publication is now a bibliographic rarity,
and as a result, Ovchinnikov’s scholarly legacy remains largely unknown, even within academic circles.”!

Ovchinnikov and his family were killed in Sochi in late 1917 during a bandit attack.

MEMBERS OF THE RUSSIAN MARITIME LAW SOCIETY

Ivan Pavlovich Azbelev
(1862-1931)

Sailor, ethnographic scholar, insurance official,
publicist, and author of books on maritime travel.

He was born in Yekaterinburg in 1862.

After successfully graduating from the Naval
School in St. Petersburg, Azbelev was commissioned
as a midshipman on 27 September 1882 and, in the
same year, set out on a circumnavigation aboard the
corvette Skobelev, under the command of Captain
Lieutenant Blagodarev.

During the expedition, newly discovered geo-
graphical features were named after the ship’s of-
ficers; in Azbelev’s case, an island (New Guinea Sea,
5°06’S, 145°49'E) and a shoal?* (New Guinea Sea,
5°06.2'S, 145°49.9'E) bore his name.?* Following the
expedition, Azbelev published a scientific article on

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the hydrography of a section of the west coast of Africa. Ivan Pavlovich continued to write books and
popular science articles about his maritime journeys.

Azbelev later transferred to the Military Department in 1887. Ten years later, following his resignation,
he devoted himself to the insurance industry. Beginning as an inspector, lvan Pavlovich eventually held
senior positions in several major St. Petersburg insurance companies, including Yakor, Salamandra, and
the St. Petersburg Insurance Society.

Starting in 1905, Azbelev became one of the board directors of the Northern Steamship Company and
joined the board of the Russian-Spitsbergen Company.

He retired from service in 1926 “due to age,’ following the closure of the companies in which he had
served.

On 15 February 1930, he was arrested on charges of undermining the economic power of the USSR and
participating in an Emigré Trade Organization (under Article 58.11 of the RSFSR Criminal Code). Azbelev
spent over a year in custody, during which he was subjected to repeated interrogations that ultimately led
him to disclose information granting access to his foreign assets.

On 28 March 1931, the Collegium of the Joint State Political Directorate (OGPU) sentenced Ivan Pavlov-
ich to death by shooting.?* He was executed on 6 April 1931 and buried in a mass grave alongside other
victims. The location of his burial remains unknown.

Later, in 1935, Azbelev’s son, Nikolai lvanovich, was convicted as a public enemy and exiled to the Aktyu-
binsk Region for a term of five years. Among the charges against him was the dissemination of “provocative
rumours” that his father had been subjected to torture, information he had received from his mother, who
had been permitted to visit her husband.?

Kir Alekseevich Alekseev
(1860-1923)

Financier, financial adviser to the Korean Emperor, correspondent of the Russian Ministry of Finance in
Japan, and actual state councillor.

He was born on 14 December 1860 in the Voronezh Governorate.?® From 1871 to 1878, he was a cadet
at the Mikhailovsky Voronezh Cadet Corps and was later transferred to the Nikolaev Cavalry School, where
he completed his studies in 1880. Until 1886, Alekseev held the rank of second lieutenant in the Life Guards
Cuirassier Regiment.”

Kir Alekseevich later served in the Ministry of Finance, where he headed the Chancellery of the Customs
Duties Department from 1886 to 1909.

In archival correspondence dated August 1904, concerning the proposed establishment of a national
association of the Comité Maritime International in the Russian Empire, and from October 1905, which
included a notice about the Second General Assembly of the founding members of the Russian Maritime
Law Society, Alekseev is listed as Head of the Merchant Shipping Department under the General Directorate
of Merchant Shipping and Ports.

In 1899, Alekseev was granted the rank of actual state councillor.

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On the recommendation of Finance Minister Sergei Yulievich Witte, Alekseev was appointed as the
Russian Financial Adviser to the Korean Emperor. He held this position from May 1897 to March 1898.%
According to some accounts cited by losif losifovich Kolyshko (a writer, special official at the Ministry of
Finance, and Witte’s confidant), Alekseev “wasted no time establishing himself in Korea under the guise of
a financial agent overseeing the Korean Emperor.?

From 1897 to 1917, Alekseev served as the correspondent of the Russian Ministry of Finance in Japan.
This period is mentioned in the diaries of Saint Nicholas of Japan (born lvan Dmitrievich Kasatkin), a mis-
sionary and Archbishop of Tokyo and All Japan, who kept a diary from 1870 to 1911.

A diary entry dated 15 March 1898 notes that a telegram from St. Petersburg instructed Nicholas of
Japan to detain Father Ambrose in Nagasaki, in connection with the resignation of financial adviser Alek-
seev from his post in Korea.

An entry dated 19 April recounts a meeting with Alekseev, who had been transferred from Korea to
Japan, and his secretary, Stepan Alexandrovich Garfield. According to Kasatkin, the guests shared “many
interesting things about Korea,” such as the claim that “in Korea, the chief swindler stealing from the state
is the King himself; he delights when an official cleverly steals from the treasury.” Alekseev also said that
during his tenure managing state finances, ministers “could no longer steal, some even complained to the
King about it, and he personally advised them on how to extract money from Alekseev.”*°

“He is truly a phenomenon: he can recite the entire annual financial statement by heart, dictate to three
scribes simultaneously while conversing with someone else, and play chess on two boards from memory
without mixing up the moves. At the same time, he is a very likable person, captivating in conversation,
speaks like a book, and is open-hearted,” this is how Alekseev was described by Saint Nicholas of Japan
on 25 April 1898.The final diary entry mentioning Kir Alekseevich was dated 11 October 1898, noting his
farewell visit before departing for Russia three days later.

It is also worth noting that the Alekseev family belonged to the nobility. This is evidenced, in particular,
by seal matrices found in the archive of the Russian Academy of Sciences, in the collection of Academician
Vladimir Ivanovich Vernadsky. One of these seals, a noble heraldic signet, belonged to the Alekseev family,
and specifically to Kir Alekseevich.?!

The reason Alekseev’s seal was found in Vernadsky’s archive lies in his marriage to Olga Ivanovna Alek-
seeva (née Vernadskaya), the sister of Academician Vladimir lvanovich Vernadsky. Upon marriage, she
adopted her husband’s surname. Their marriage lasted from 1882 to 1913.

After 1917, Alekseev emigrated to Germany, where he died on 16 January 1923. He was buried in the
Orthodox Cemetery in Tegel, in the second row of the fourth section.

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Arkady Nestorovich Annibal (Hannibal)
(... -1966)

Teacher, linguist, art historian, and orientalist spe-
cializing in Iranian studies.

The date and place of birth of Arkady Nestorovich
Annibal are unknown.

He graduated from the Imperial School of Juris-
prudence on 15 May 1912. After that, he likely be-
gan working as a private tutor for the large family
of Nikolai Mikhailovich Bukhteyev, head of the Ka-
ma-Votkinsk Mining District, from 1913 until January
1916.32

In a letter to architect Lidiya Sergeevna Sakharova,
who was restoring the Tchaikovsky House Museum in
Votkinsk based on the Bukhteyevs’ photographs and
recollections, Raisa Nikolaevna Bukhteyeva, daugh-
ter of Nikolai Mikhailovich Bukhteyev and a former
student of Annibal, described him as “a remarkably
talented figure, who possessed fluency in eight for-
eign languages, was an exceptional sculptor and painter, and an outstanding musician, able to recall and
perform the works of Liszt, Borodin, and others entirely by heart.”*

The letter also mentions that after graduating from the School of Jurisprudence, Annibal seriously con-
sidered joining a monastery. At his mother’s suggestion, he tried teaching workers at the Votkinsk factory
and eventually abandoned his plans for monastic life, focusing on teaching instead.

It is known that Arkady Nestorovich served in the Shirvan Regiment in northern Persia, which allowed
him to further improve his Persian, a language he had begun studying during his student years.3* Some
sources not only confirm his fluency in “about a dozen” foreign languages, but also claim that, in addition
to the School of Jurisprudence, Annibal graduated from the Institute of Oriental Languages.®

During World War |, Arkady Nestorovich served as an aide-de-camp to General Nikolai Nikolaevich
Baratov and took part in the Mesopotamian campaign.

After the revolution, Annibal settled in Iran and actively studied local historical monuments. In coop-
eration with the Ministry of Education and Arts, he established an ethnographic museum in Tehran and
another museum in the ancient city of Qazvin.

In January 1926, Annibal visited Moscow to deliver a series of lectures in his capacity as an orientalist
specializing in Iranian studies and former officer of General Baratov’s Expeditionary Corps. During his visit,
he spoke about the state of school education in Iran.?

In his final years, Annibal served as the director of a museum and library in the Iranian city of Abadan,
where he passed away on 3 March 1966.%”

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Count Matvey Alexandrovich Apraksin
(1863-1926)

Master of Ceremonies of the Imperial Court, commandant of the Hospitals of the Ministry of Transport,
and actual privy councillor.

He was born on 27 June 1863 in St. Petersburg. In 1882, Apraksin graduated from the Naval Academy*
with the rank of naval cadet, and was subsequently promoted to midshipman and assigned to the 3" Fleet
Crew that same year. He served on foreign voyages until 1884 and again from 1886 to 1888.

From 1884, Matvey Alexandrovich served in the Guards Naval Crew and was promoted to lieutenant
in 1890.

From 1898 to 1903, Apraksin was in retirement, having been discharged from service with the rank of
captain 2" rank due to “domestic reasons.”

Over the course of his service, Matvey Alexandrovich was awarded several Russian orders—including the
Orders of St. Vladimir (3 and 4™ Class), St. Anna (2" Class), and St. Stanislaus (2" and 3™ Class), as well as
foreign orders from Denmark, Greece, and Japan, reflecting both his diplomatic missions and international
recognition.*

In 1903, Apraksin was granted the title of Master of Ceremonies of the Imperial Court.

After retiring from active service, Matvey Alexandrovich worked at the Ministry of Transport (his per-
sonnel file dates from 1905 to 1917%). In 1905, he was appointed special official of the 6™ Class at the
Ministry, while retaining his court title. In 1907, by order of the Minister of Transport and “for the benefit
of the service,” he was seconded to the Office of Inland Waterways and Highways.

For his distinguished service, Matvey Alexandrovich was promoted to the rank of actual state coun-
cillor in 1910. Two years later, in 1912, he was appointed to the Personal Chancellery of His Imperial
Majesty, under the institutions of Empress Maria Feodorovna, who oversaw charitable and educational
establishments.*

Matvey Alexandrovich also served as Vice chairman of the Board of The Russian East Asia Steamship
Company.

During World War |, he held the position of commandant of the hospitals under the Ministry of Transport,
and in 1918, he oversaw a military hospital in Crimea.*?

Apraksin died in exile in France on 27 August 1926.

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Nikodim Isaevich Amatuni
(1865-1946)

Public figure, expeditionist, collector, actual state
councillor.

He was born on 3 May 1865 in the village of Os-
hakan, in the Erivan Governorate,® into a princely
family.**

Upon graduating from the Faculty of Law at
St. Petersburg University in 1889, Nikodim Isaevich
received the degree of Candidate of Law. The fol-
lowing year, Amatuni entered public service in the
Criminal Cassation Department of the Senate, where
he served as a judicial candidate with the rank of
Collegiate Secretary.

From 1893 to 1903, he served as an inspector and
file clerk to judicial investigators in the district courts
of Ekaterinoslav, Vitebsk, Saratov, and Kamenets-Po-
dolsky.

In 1903, Amatuni submitted a petition to Grand
Duke Alexander Mikhailovich, the chief administrator of Merchant Shipping and Ports, requesting an ap-
pointment within the department under his authority. That same year, Nikodim Isaevich was appointed
a special official of the 6™ class under the Chief Administrator.

A year later, Amatuni was promoted to collegiate councillor with seniority and appointed head of an
expedition organised by the General Directorate of Merchant Shipping and Ports to the ports of the Persian
Gulf and the surrounding provinces. The expedition lasted from February to October 1904.

Back from the expedition, Amatuni was posted to other cities (Novorossiysk, Sukhum) to organise
meetings and develop practical recommendations for institutions engaged in trade with southern Persia
(Iran), as well as to arrange commercial and artisanal exhibitions.*

In 1908, Amatuni was sent to foreign ports visited by express steamers of the Russian Steamship and
Trading Company to assess their commercial significance.

Following 1917, Amatuni fought in the Civil War for the White Guards. Following their defeat, he emi-
grated to Paris.

Whilst residing overseas, Nikodim Isaevich remained active in various white émigré societies and
gave public recollections, for instance, at the Society in Memory of Empress Alexandra Fyodorovna
(1927), the Union of Russian Jurists, and the Alumni Society of Former Students of St. Petersburg Uni-
versity (1935).

Amatuni passed away on 4 March 1946 and was laid to rest in the in Sainte-Geneviéve-des-Bois.*

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Nikolai Vasilievich Afendik
(1864-...)

Special official of the Ministry of Finance, the General Directorate of Merchant Shipping and Ports, the
Ministry of Trade and Industry, publicist, actual state councillor.

Nikolai Vasilievich was born on 19 April 1864 in Saint Petersburg. In 1886 he entered the Law Faculty of
St. Petersburg University, and two years later transferred to the Law Faculty of the Imperial University of
St. Vladimir in Kiev. He graduated in 1890 with a second-class diploma.

Afendik then worked as a sworn advocate in the city of Libava, Courland Governorate*” (1896), and in
1898 he was appointed to the Department of Trade and Manufactures of the Ministry of Finance as head
of the Department on Merchant Shipping Affairs.

When the General Directorate of Merchant Shipping and Ports was established, Nikolai Vasilievich was
appointed head of the Collegiate Secretary Service in the Department of Merchant Shipping and Ports.*®

From 1908 and at least until 1912, he served as a special official of the 6" class under the Minister of
Trade and Industry.

Afendik was a member of the Special Council for drafting the Code of Merchant Shipping and was in
charge of its record keeping.

Nikolai Vasilievich also served on the boards of the Commercial Bank in Biatystok and the Russian French
Bank. In 1915, he was promoted to the rank of actual state councillor.

He took a great interest in the development of ports and foreign trade, writing articles on these subjects.
Indeed, in 1912, his 77-page study, “On the Issue of Attracting Private Capital for Port Equipment and the
Establishment of a Network of Grain Elevators,"* was published. Afendik was also a contributor to “Notes
on the Maintenance and Development of Northern Fisheries and on Urgent Measures to Address the
Shortage of Fish Products”° (1917).

In 1918, Afendik was appointed a member of the Foreign Department of the Commissariat of Internal
Affairs of the Union of Communes of the Northern Region, which operated from April 1918 to May 1919.

The date and circumstances of his death are unknown.

(1860 (according to other sources,

Polish landowner, deputy of the Second State
Duma from the Vitebsk Governorate.>® deputy chair-
man of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

He was born on 5 November 1860, in the estate of
Uzulmuyzha, Rezhitsa Uyezd,*¢ Vitebsk Governorate.

After graduating from the Riga Polytechnic Insti-
tute, Mikhail Mikhailovich served as Consul General
of Denmark in St. Petersburg.

In February 1907, Benislavsky was elected to the
Second State Duma by the general assembly of elec-
tors of the Vitebsk Governorate Electoral Commis-
sion.”” He served as chairman of the Duma’s Fourth

logan (lvan) Karlovich Bekman
(1848-1921)

Advocate, collegiate assessor, winery owner.

He was born in the Italian city of Cremona on
26 September 1848. From 1865 to 1871, he studied
at the Faculty of Law of St. Petersburg University.

Thereafter, Bekman held the post of controller at
the General Ecclesiastical Consistory and also prac-
ticed as a sworn advocate.

In 1894, Bekman acquired an old ceramics factory
in the town of Luga, which was subsequently con-
verted into a glassworks.

As of 1912, Beckmann served as assistant to the
head, and later as chairman of the church council at
the Katharinen Kirche.' Later, Ivan Karlovich prac-
ticed as an advocate and attained the civil service
rank of collegiate assessor.>?

Bekman passed away on 21 December 1921 in
Dorpat.>

Until 21 May 1913, Benislavsky served as deputy chairman of the Russian Maritime Law Society. During this
period, he was also known for his role as business manager of the Russian East Asian Steamship Company.
Mikhail Mikhailovich passed away on 1 February 1933 in Warsaw.*® He was laid to rest at the Stare Powazki
Cemetery (Section 107, Row 6, Grave 16).

Nikolai Nikolaevich Beklemishev
(1857-1934)

Naval officer, publicist, hydrographer, publisher
and editor of the journal More (The Sea), major gen-
eral in the admiralty

He was born on 18 March 1857 in the village of
Bozheninovo, Aleksin Uyezd, Tula Governorate (ac-
cording to other sources,* in Serpukhov).

In 1876, Beklemishev graduated from the Naviga-
tional Division of the Technical School of the Maritime
Department and was commissioned as a warrant of-
ficerin the in the Corps of Naval Navigators. Over the
next 28 years, he pursued a military career, under-
taking long-distance voyages and participating in
hydrographic surveys.

In 1886, Nikolai Nikolaevich also graduated from
the Shipbuilding Department of the Nikolaev Naval
Academy. He went on to teach there, as well as at
the Nikolaev Engineering Academy, the Naval Cadet
Corps, and the Officer Mine Class.

After retiring from service, Beklemishev continued to engage with military and naval affairs. He pursued
literary work and authored a number of publications on naval history, shipbuilding, mine warfare, merchant
shipping, as well as on political, economic, and industrial issues in Russia.®®

In 1901, Beklemishev founded the journal More i ego zhizn (The Sea and lts Life) in Saint Petersburg, which
was renamed More in 1905. He remained its publisher and editor until the journal ceased publication in
1917.The journal focused on naval and technical matters.

From 1901, Beklemishev was assigned to the staff of Grand Duke Alexander Mikhailovich, who in 1902
was appointed head of the General Directorate of Merchant Shipping and Ports. At that time, Beklemishev
became Senior inspector of Merchant Shipping, and later Head of the Department of Commercial Ports.

In 1902, Nikolai Nikolaevich took part in drafting the Code of Merchant Shipping. From 1903, he headed
the Department of Military and Naval Engineering at the Imperial Russian Technical Society.

In 1904, he retired from service with the rank of major general in the admiralty.

In retirement, Beklemishev was actively involved in public affairs. He founded and chaired the League
for the Renewal of the Fleet, served as secretary of the Society for Naval Research, and was a member of
the Special Committee for the Strengthening of the Navy through Voluntary Contributions.

The exact date of Beklemishev’s death is unknown.®'

Filipp Antonovich Walter
(1865-1936)

Legal scholar, civil and commercial law expert, legal adviser to the Ministry of Justice, senator, privy
councillor. Member of the Editorial Committee of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

Walter was born on 28 September 1865 in Saint Petersburg

In 1887, Walter graduated from the Faculty of Law of St. Petersburg University with the degree of Can-
didate of Law, after which he remained at the university in the Department of Civil Law.

In 1892, after passing the examination for the degree of Master of Law, Filipp Antonovich began lectur-
ing as privatdocent (private associate professor) in the Department of Civil Law and Legal Proceedings. He
also taught in the Department of Commercial Law and Legal Proceedings,®? delivering a course on Law of
Bills, and, in 1893-1894, a course on Russian family and inheritance law.

In 1887, Walter worked in the Chancellery of the Civil Cassation Department of the Senate, and two years
later joined the Commission specially established by Imperial decree to draft a Civil Code. Filipp Antonovich
also served as a member of the Special Council for the drafting of the Code of Merchant Shipping, where
he was listed in official records as legal adviser to the Ministry of Justice,®® a position he is known to have
held since at least 1898.%

In 1910, Walter taught civil law at the Bestuzhev Courses. In 1912-1913, he served on the Editorial
Committee of the Russian Maritime Law Society and worked on translating the society’s documents into
foreign languages.

In 1909, Filipp Antonovich held the position of special official of the 5% class under the Minister of Justice.
In 1914, he was promoted to the rank of privy councillor, and in the following year, Walter was appointed
senator of the Civil Cassation Department of the Senate.

After the October Revolution, Filipp Antonovich served as associate professor in the Department of
Civil Procedure (1918-1921), and he then became a professor at Leningrad University, a position he held
until 1930.

In retirement from academia, he worked as a legal adviser for various institutions, including Spichsnabsbyt
and Souzskladtar.

Walter died on 1 January 1936. The location of his burial is unknown.

Sergei Petrovich Veselago
(1865-1941)

Head of the Department of Commercial Ports at the Ministry of Trade and Industry, deputy minister of
Trade and Industry, actual state councillor. Deputy chairman of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

Veselago was born in 1865 in Saint Petersburg.

He graduated from the Naval Corps in 1884 and from the Military Law Academy in 1891.

According to Sergei Petrovich’s heirs,® his career as a naval officer began before the Revolution, when
he completed two circumnavigations and worked on naval armament systems.

Veselago was a member of the Special Council for the Drafting of the Code of Merchant Shipping, taking
part in its work as a representative of the Ministry of Trade and Industry, serving as Head of the Merchant
Shipping Department, and holding the court rank of chamberlain of the Imperial Household.

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On 21 May 1913, Veselago was elected deputy chairman of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

During this period, he headed the Department of Commercial Ports within the Ministry of Trade and
Industry, was a member of the Council of the Volunteer Fleet, and served as chairman of the Committee
for Maritime Education,®® and, in 1915, he was appointed deputy minister of Trade and Industry with the
rank of privy councillor. Within the Ministry, Sergei Petrovich oversaw the construction and operation of
commercial seaports.

Following the Revolution, Veselago remained in the USSR and served as head of the Merchant Shipping
Department.

Sergei Petrovich died of starvation in 1941 during the Siege of Leningrad.®’

Mikhail Filippovich Volkenstein
(Moisei Fishelevich)
(1861 (or 1859)-1934)

Advocate, sworn advocate, editor, publisher, and
public figure.

He was born on 22 March 1861 in Rostov-on-Don
(according to other sources,®® in Berdichev, Zhytomyr
Oblast).

After graduating from the Faculty of Law of St. Pe-
tersburg University, Mikhail Filippovich was admitted
to the Bar in 1884. He took part in many high-profile
criminal and civil cases, and also defended individ-
uals deemed politically unreliable in trials involving
political charges.

In the spring of 1896, Volkenstein gave bail for
Vladimir llyich Ulyanov (Lenin), who was accused
of committing a socially dangerous act, namely the
founding, in 1895, of the League of Struggle for the
Emancipation of the Working Class. The advocate
petitioned for Ulyanov's release pending trial, citing his declining health.®® A few years earlier, in 1893,
Volkenstein had employed Ulyanov as an assistant to a sworn advocate and subsequently recommended
him to the St. Petersburg Bar Association.”®

Mikhail Filippovich was active not only as a lawyer but also served on the Literacy Committee of the
Imperial Free Economic Society, and after the Committee was dissolved, he developed an interest in
publishing. Volkenstein worked as a legal adviser to the journal Russkoye Bogatstvo (Russian Wealth), and
in 1895 became the owner and editor of the St. Petersburg political journal Novoye Slovo (The New Word),
which was published from 1895 to 1897.

In 1896, Mikhail Filippovich became director of the board of the Izdatel publishing company, and also
oversaw the editorial offices of the newspaper Son Otechestva (Son of the Homeland) and the magazine

After Izdatel was shut down, Volkenstein held the position of
legal adviser to several major joint-stock companies, including the Northern Steamship Company. He was
also known as director of the Society for Access and Railway Tracks in Russia.

In 1922 (according to other sources, in 191772 or 19217%) Volkenstein emigrated to Tallinn, where he
became a member of the Council of Elders of the Revel Russian Club.

Towards the end of his life, Volkenstein lost his sight, and unable to cope with his helplessness any
longer, he took his own life on 14 March 1934. He was buried in Saint Petersburg.

Anatoly (Natan) Grigoryevich Gasman
(1844-1919)

Civil lawyer, member of the State Council, Senator,
deputy minister of Justice, and actual privy councillor.

Gasman was born on 23 September 1844 in Vilna
(Lithuania). In 1867, Anatoly Grigoryevich graduated
from the Faculty of Law of St. Petersburg University
with the degree of Candidate of Law.

Gasman was then assigned to the Department of
the Ministry of Justice. From 1868 to 1882, he served
in the provinces, successively holding the positions of
assessor in the Kursk and Tambov Chambers of Crimi-
nal and Civil Courts, deputy prosecutor, member, and
deputy chairman of the Saratov District Court. From
1882 onwards, Gasman participated in an audit of
the Livonian and Courland governorates, the results
of which laid the groundwork for the administrative
reform of the Baltic provinces.

In 1886, Anatoly Grigoryevich was appointed se-
nior legal adviser at the Legal Consultation Office of the Ministry of Justice. In this role, he played a key
part in extending the 1864 Judicial Statutes to the Baltic region and reforming local peasant courts. In
addition, he personally drafted the main sections of the project and participated in the meetings of the
State Council where it was reviewed.”*

In 1895, Gasman was appointed Senator’ and promoted to the rank of privy councillor. He served in
the Civil Cassation Department and in the First General Assembly of the Senate; initially as a member, and
from 1906 as chairman of the Commission for the Revision of Notarial Regulations.

During his service in the Senate, Gasman took part in consultations on the revision of existing leg-
islation and published legal articles in such periodicals as Sudebnaya Gazeta (Judicial Gazette), Sudebny
Zhurnal (Judicial Journal), Zhurnal Grazhdanskogo i Ugolovnogo Prava (Journal of Civil and Criminal Law),
Vestnik Prava (Herald of Law), Zhurnal Ministerstva Yustitsii (Journal of the Ministry of Justice), Pravo (Law),
and Notarius (The Notary).

Since 1904, Gasman had been cooperating with the General Directorate of Merchant Shipping and
Ports, and as its representative, he participated in the work of the Special Council for drafting the Code

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of Merchant Shipping and chaired meetings on the development of regulations concerning loans for
the purchase of newly built merchant vessels, including the procedures for issuing and securing such
loans.

Between 1906 and 1913, Gasman served as deputy to the Minister of Justice, lvan Grigoryevich Shche-
glovitov.

Anatoly Grigoryevich died in Petrograd on 13 December 1919 and was buried in the cemetery of the
Alexander Nevsky Lavra.

Valerian Eduardovich Grevs
(1876-1939)

Notary, titular councillor, collegiate assessor. Secretary of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

He was born on 19 September 1876 in St. Petersburg. Valerian Eduardovich received higher education
at the Imperial School of Jurisprudence in St. Petersburg (1897), and then entered the service of the Min-
istry of Justice.

In 1897, Grevs was attached to the St. Petersburg Judicial Chamber as a junior candidate for judicial of-
fice, and was later appointed secretary to the prosecutor of the Irkutsk Judicial Chamber. Later, he became
a junior clerk at the Main Prison Administration (1899).

After that, Valerian Eduardovich entered legal practice and headed a notarial office, becoming a prom-
inent figure in the field of notarial law by 1914.7¢ He handled all legal affairs of Prince Alexander Petrovich
of Oldenburg and served as his legal adviser.

Grevs was also Secretary of the Russian Maritime Law Society (at least in 1907 and 1913), and a member
of the Special Council for the Drafting of the Code of Merchant Shipping, during which he prepared a draft
of the rules on the registration and mortgaging of seagoing vessels.””

In 1917, Valerian Eduardovich became a member of the Petrograd municipal government and chairman
of the Food Committee.

By the end of 1917 he emigrated to Japan, where he lived until 1919.1n 1919-1920, he resided in Siam
(present-day Thailand), and later moved to the United States, where he joined a major law firm.”® While in
exile, Grevs became a member of the Association of Former Sworn Advocates, served on the leadership
board of the Society for Aid to the Russian Church in America, and acted as secretary of the Board of Trustees
of the North American Archdiocese.”

Grevs died on 3 June 1939 in New York (according to other sources, in Watertown, Connecticut).

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Yakov (Akop) Khristoforovich Zavriev
(Zavarian, Zavriyan, Zavriyan)
(1866 (or 1864)-1920)

Physician, author of medical articles, member of
the All-Russian Constituent Assembly, activist of the
Dashnaktsutyun Party, and court councillor.

Yakov Khristoforovich was born 1866 in Tiflis
(Thilisi). In 1892, he graduated from the St. Peters-
burg Military Medical Academy, and in 1900, he de-
fended his dissertation to earn the degree of Doctor
of Medicine.

Two years later, Zavriev became chief physician
of the Balakhani District Hospital in Baku, and in his
spare time, wrote articles on medical topics. Shortly
afterwards, he founded a hospital in the Turkish city
of Mush, where he dedicated himself to improving
access to medical care for the local population.

From 1891, Zavriev was associated with members
of the Narodnaya Volya movement and promoted
ideas of national liberation. From 1914 to 1915, he took part in the Armenian volunteer movement.

At the end of 1917, Yakov Khristoforovich was elected to the All-Russian Constituent Assembly from the
Transcaucasian Electoral District on List No. 4, representing the Armenian nationalist party Dashnaktsutyun
(“Union"®), Within the party, he was responsible for foreign affairs. He left for Tiflis amid the events of the
October Revolution.®!

In July 1918, Zavriev was arrested. Despite this, he was later appointed physician at the Moscow Hospital
for Acute Infectious Diseases, where he contracted typhus and died on 20 February 1920.

Evgeny Nikolaevich Zandrok
(1875-...)

Economist, insurance expert, and organiser of apiculture.

He was born in 1875 in Saint Petersburg. After graduating from the Faculty of Natural Sciences at
St. Petersburg University and completing advanced courses in intensive agriculture, Zandrok moved
to Barnaul. There, he founded a museum of apiculture, worked as an agronomist, gave lectures, and
published articles.??

“Not being content with government service and wishing to pursue farming on an experimental and
exemplary basis, though lacking the means to do so, | accepted, with the permission of my superiors, an
agency position with the Salamandra Insurance Company in 1898, in order to supplement my income.
Within six months, | was appointed chief agent for the Altai District, and another six months later as an
inspector for Western Siberia. | left agronomic service altogether and devoted myself entirely to the insur-
ance business,” wrote Evgeny Nikolaevich in his autobiography on 20 December 1924.%

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A year later, he was appointed trustee of the board for all of Siberia, and he opened the All-Siberian
branch of Salamandra in Tomsk and headed it until 1905.

Zandrok was later transferred to Saint Petersburg, where he headed the local branch and subsequently
became assistant manager of the company’s operations.

In 1917, Evgeny Nikolaevich was appointed general manager, a post he held until 1919, “bringing the
company to the point of handing it over to the authorities then in power."

Later, Zandrok took part in the establishment of an unnamed mining partnership in the Urals and
a gold-mining joint-stock company in the Altai region. He was elected to the boards of both enterprises,
and in 1916 became a member of the Council of the Gold Industry Bank in Petrograd.

After Salamandra ceased operations, Zandrok declined an invitation to join the board of the Re Salaman-
dra partnership in Copenhagen, and lived and worked in Ukraine until the late 1920s. There, he managed
his own estate while simultaneously holding financially responsible positions in various institutions.

Shortly afterwards, Evgeny Nikolaevich was arrested by the Dnepropetrovsk GPU on charges of “count-
er-revolutionary agitation” and was administratively exiled to Barnaul in April 1932. There, Zandrok worked
as a consultant to the municipal planning commission. In January 1933, he was arrested again and sen-
tenced to five years in a labour camp.

Zandrok’s subsequent fate remains uncertain. According to some sources, he never returned from im-
prisonment, as he had suffered from serious illness while in the camps. Other accounts,® however, indicate
that he did return and was still alive as of 18 May 1951.

Nikolai Alexandrovich Zelenoy
(1844-...)

Vice-admiral, participant in the Russo-Turkish War
and the Central Asian campaign, chairman of the
Volunteer Fleet Committee.

Zelenoy was born on 8 July 1844 into the family
of Alexander llyich Zelenoy, a hereditary naval officer,
admiral, and member of the Main Naval Court. In
August 1857, Nikolai Alexandrovich was enrolled in
the Naval Cadet Corps and was promoted to the rank
of petty officer the following year.

In 1861, Zelenoy completed his training and was
commissioned as a midshipman. The following year,
he embarked on a round-the-world voyage, which
lasted until 1864. Between 1865 and 1875, and again
from 1882 to 1884, Nikolai Alexandrovich served on
voyages in the Baltic, Black, and Mediterranean Seas,
the Gulf of Finland, and on foreign deployments.

In 1876, he became the tutor to Grand Duke Ser-
gei Mikhailovich. Two years later, Zelenoy was assigned to the Commander-in-Chief of the Caucasian Army
and enrolled in the staff of the Caucasian Military District.

From 1885 to 1895, Nikolai Alexandrovich commanded the ships Boyarin, Zabiyaka, Admiral Spiridov,
and Dmitry Donskoy. Between 1889 and 1891, he also served as a naval agent in England.?¢

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Zelenoy is known to have even served as a judge at the 1900 Olympic Games in Paris, where he was
a member of the jury for the sailing regatta events. At the Paris Exposition, Nikolai Alexandrovich oversaw the
naval section and commanded the 11t Fleet Crew, which comprised several vessels stationed in Kronstadt.®”

In addition, Zelenoy was a member of the Special Council tasked with drafting the Code of Merchant
Shipping.

In 1904, Nikolai Alexandrovich was promoted to vice admiral and appointed chairman of the Volunteer
Fleet Committee. He retired from service on 20 October 1908.

The details of Zelenoy’s later life and the circumstances of his death remain unknown.

Vladimir Robertovich Idelson
(1881-1955)

Advocate, legal scholar, financier, insurance ex-
pert, lecturer, and publicist.

Vladimir Robertovich was born in 1881 in Tagan-
rog into the family of a pharmacist. After graduating
from the Taganrog Gymnasium, he entered the Fac-
ulty of Law at Kharkov University in 1899. That same
year, Idelson’s first scholarly work, “The Insurance
Contract under Russian Law,” was published. It was
awarded a gold medal in civil law and appeared in
the “Notes of the Imperial Kharkov University.”

After completing his studies in 1903, Idelson en-
rolled at the Faculty of Philosophy of the Universi-
ty of Berlin, where he focused primarily on political
economy, statistics, and finance. In 1904, his article
“The Insurance Contract in Recent Legislative Drafts”
was published in the journal Vestnik Prava (Herald of
Law). It offered a detailed analysis of efforts to codify
private insurance law in Germany, Switzerland, and the Russian Empire.

In 1905, Vladimir Robertovich was awarded a doctorate in philosophy and published two articles in
a Berlin-based professional insurance journal, addressing the codification of British insurance law and
issues in Russian insurance legislation.

In 1906, Idelson passed his master’s examination in political economy at Kharkov University, received the
title of privatdocent, and became a lecturer at the Polytechnic Institute in St. Petersburg. At that time, the
institute had only just begun training specialists in banking, credit, and financial operations more broadly.®®

At the Institute, Idelson lectured on monetary circulation, credit, and insurance. Between 1908 and
1913, he published a series of articles on insurance in Izvestiya Politekhnicheskogo Instituta (Proceedings of
the Polytechnic Institute). The journal also featured his book reviews and surveys, including a 1908 overview
of nine Western European works on insurance.

Vladimir Robertovich’s professional interests lay at the intersection of economics and law, which led to
his admission to the bar in 1911."Judging by Mr. Idelson’s commitment to the Department of Economics,
his enrolment in the bar will in no way affect the quality of his teaching,” stated a reference issued to Idelson
by the director of the Polytechnic Institute, Professor Alexander Alexandrovich Radtsig.?°

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Prior to 1914, Vladimir Robertovich made several international trips for scientific research. By 1916, he
had become a member of the board of the Russian English Bank and was elected deputy chairman of the
Committee of Representatives of Joint-Stock Commercial Banks.

In March 1918, Idelson resumed his position as an associate professor at the Polytechnic Institute, and
in June, he was temporarily assigned to Moscow and Taganrog for the summer, after which he emigrated
to England. There, he continued his legal career.

A renowned authority on Russian law, Vladimir Robertovich served as an expert witness in court cases
concerning the nationalisation of Russian companies and banks. After becoming a naturalised British citizen
in 1930, he was appointed King's Counsel.

Within a few years, Idelson was elected to the Honourable Society of Lincoln’s Inn, the executive council
of the Grotius Society, the legal advisory Committee of the British Council, and the Society of Comparative
Legislation and International Law. In the final year of his life, he served as vice-president of the Grotius
Society.”

Vladimir Robertovich passed away in London in 1955.

losif Ivanovich (Martin-Joseph-lvan) Karnitsky
(1840-1914)

Polish and Russian lawyer, senator, and actual
privy councillor. Deputy chairman of the Russian
Maritime Law Association.

Karnitsky was born on 19 August 1840 at the Ly-
andskorona estate, Lyutsinsky Uyezd, Vitebsk Gov-
ernorate.”’

Karnitsky graduated from the Faculty of Law at
the Sorbonne in 1861. After receiving the degree
of Licentiate (Master) of Laws, he began his career
at the Warsaw Civil Tribunal, where he served until
1864.

Within three years, he worked in the Chancellery
of the state council of the Kingdom of Poland, and
from 1867 to 1869, he served as assistant prosecutor
at the Kingdom'’s Court of Appeal. He later held posts
of the assessor (1869-1870), judge of the Warsaw Civil
Tribunal (1870-1872), chief executive of the Chancel-
lery of the Government Commission of Justice (1872-1873), and member of the Emeritus Commission of
the Kingdom of Poland (1873-1876).

From 1877 to 1882 (according to some sources, until 1883), he served as deputy chief prosecutor of the
Civil Cassation Department of the Senate. In 1895, he was appointed senator. Karnitsky continued working
in the Civil Cassation Department until 1898, after which he joined the First General Assembly.

losif Ivanovich joined the Editorial Commission responsible for drafting the Civil Code at its inception
in 1882 and remained a member until the work was completed. From 1900 to 1904, he served as deputy
chairman. Following the death of the commission’s chairman, A. A. Knirim, Karnitsky succeeded him and
led the commission until 1906.

In 1905, he was appointed deputy chairman of the Russian Maritime Law Society, a position he contin-
ued to hold at least until September 1907.

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Karnitsky also played a prominent role in the civil division of the Law Society at St. Petersburg University.
He was a full member from 1877 to 1907, and from 1907 onward, he held honorary membership. He served
as secretary from 1882 to 1890, as a member of the Editorial Committee from 1882 to 1891, as deputy
chairman from 1892 to 1899, and ultimately as chairman from 1900 to 1905.

Karnitsky passed away on 23 April 1914 while undergoing medical treatment in the Bavarian resort
town of Bad Worishofen.

Viktor Karlovich Kraft
(1857 (or 1863°%)-1927)

Admiral, chairman of the Russian Commercial Vol-
unteer Fleet Association.

Viktor Karlovich Kraft, a native of Kherson Gover-
norate,®®* came from a family of naval officers. He was
admitted to the junior preparatory class of the Naval
Academy in St. Petersburg on 15 September 1876
and graduated as a midshipman on 27 September
1882.

From 1879 to 1891, Viktor Karlovich undertook
voyages in the Baltic and Black Seas, the Gulf of Fin-
land, and abroad, and took part in naval expeditions
in the Pacific Ocean. He was discharged from service
at his own request (due to family circumstances) on
9 August 1899.%

According to St. Petersburg address and reference
directories,” by 1902 Kraft was employed by the Rus-
sian Commercial Volunteer Fleet Association. In 1905,
he headed its commercial department, which issued certificates for the transportation of passengers and
cargo. Records of his activity disappear after 1908, but it is known that between 1914 and 1917 Viktor
Karlovich retained this position. He is also credited with playing a key role in securing the return of ships
that had been seized following the Revolution.?® The last records of him date from 1924 to 1925, which
suggest that he was working as a lawyer at that time.

I. EVENTS & HISTORY

Wilhelm Mikhailovich Linden
(1843-1937)

Lieutenant general of the Navy, inspector of the
Volunteer Fleet, maritime author, collegiate council-
lor. Treasurer of the Russian Maritime Law Society.
Honorary citizen of the city of Alushta.

Linden was born on 5 March 1843 in Irkutsk. He
graduated from the Naval Cadet Corps as a midship-
man in 1862 and completed the Hydrographic De-
partment of the Naval Academy in either 1868 or
1869.

From 1864 to 1865, Linden, together with fellow
graduates, served aboard the clipper Aimaz as part of
Rear Admiral Stepan Stepanovich Lesovsky’s squad-
ron on a mission to the coast of North America. From
1869 to 1872, he took part in a round-the-world voy-
age on the corvette Boyarin.”’

Wilhelm Mikhailovich also served as a naval
agent in England and later, in Russia, as first officer
in a steamship company.

He wrote the sea story In the Pacific Ocean (From the Round-the-World Voyage of the Boyarin). The work,
which describes the global circumnavigation undertaken by Russian sailors, was published in the seventh
issue of Vestnik Evropy (Herald of Europe) in 1871.%

From 1881, Linden served as inspector of the Russian Commercial Volunteer Fleet Association.

Wilhelm Mikhailovich retired in 1906 and subsequently lived in Alushta.

Linden’s name later appeared in the records of the Special Council for Drafting the Code of Merchant
Shipping. He was listed in official documents as a file clerk, collegiate councillor, assistant head of the De-
partment of Merchant Shipping and Ports. He likely assumed leadership of the departmentin 1911, as he
was mentioned in this capacity by the International Maritime Committee in the bulletin of the conference
held in Paris from 9 to 13 October of that year.”

From at least October 1911 until 21 May 1913, Linden served as Treasurer of the Russian Maritime Law
Society.

In 1920, Linden emigrated from Yalta to Constantinople, then in 1922 to Mainz, and later settled in Paris.

In 1932, Wilhelm Mikhailovich left the Paris Mess in Paris and joined the Maritime Assembly. While in exile,
he published articles in the Maritime Journal, and in the spring of 1937, six months before his death, his
book Squall was published in Prague.

Linden died in Paris on 30 October 1937.

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Alexander Ivanovich Lykoshin
(1861-1918)

Statesman, senator, member of the State Council,
landowner, philanthropist, and privy councillor.

Alexander lvanovich was born on 29 September
1861. After graduating from the Imperial School of
Jurisprudence in 1882, he entered the service of the
Ministry of Justice.

He later held a number of positions, including
senior head of the desk (1888-1891), editor of the
First Department of the Senate (1891-1893), special
official (1893-1895), and officer of the Chief Prosecu-
tor’s Office within the 4™ Department of the Senate
(1895-1899), which dealt with military and naval af-
fairs. From 1899 to 1901, he served in the Department
of Heraldry.

Between 1897 and 1898, Lykoshin focused on leg-
islative work and joined the editorial commission
responsible for drafting the Civil Code. During this
time, he wrote on various aspects of civil law, expressed a particular interest in peasant customary law
and state legislation concerning rural communities, and actively contributed to the preparation of a draft
Votchinnoye Ustav (landholding statute) and new copyright regulations.

Alexander lvanovich Lykoshin was also involved in shaping maritime law. He served on the Special
Council for the drafting of the Merchant Shipping Code, authored a dissenting opinion on behalf of the
Ministry of Justice concerning the proposed rules the mortgaging of seaworthy vessels,'® and wrote an
article titled “Contested Issues in Merchant Shipping.” Among the problems Lykoshin identified were the
structure and valuation of the merchant fleet; inadequate vessel registration procedures; weak standards
of seaworthiness; the urgent need to introduce maritime mortgages; the absence of a registration system
for river vessels; the lack of legal protections for the inland fleet; and the unavailability of credit for river
shipping.’

In 1901, Alexander Ivanovich was appointed deputy chief prosecutor of the Civil Cassation Department
of the Senate, and three years later, he became a member of the Consultative Council at the Ministry of
Justice. He also contributed to the Journal of the Ministry of Justice.

From 1905 onwards, he was a member of two conservative political organisations: the Russian Assembly
and the Patriotic Union.

From 1907 to 1913, while continuing to serve on the Consultative Council of the Ministry of Justice,
Lykoshin devoted his attention to the of Internal Affairs. During these years, he held a seat on the Minister’s
Council and was subsequently appointed deputy minister of Internal Affairs.

In 1908, Lykoshin was promoted to the rank of privy councillor.

That same year, he became one of Stolypin’s closest collaborators in the planning and execution of
agrarian reforms, taking part in the work of various commissions and interdepartmental councils.

Between 1908 and 1911, he presented reformist legislation before both the State Duma and the State
Council. He was later appointed a full member of the State Council in 1914, and in 1915 joined the Special
Session on Matters Concerning the Compulsory Expropriation of Immovable Property.

During the Civil War, Lykoshin left for Ukraine, where he died in Kyiv on 11 November 1918.

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Veniamin Semyonovich Mandel
(1863-1931)

Advocate, member of the Union of Russian Sworn Advocates, chairman of the Society for Assistance to
Russian Citizens in Berlin, and a prominent figure in the Jewish community movement.

Mandel was born in 1863 in the town of Siauliai (Lithuania). He graduated from the Faculty of Law at
St. Petersburg University in 1884 and, in 1887, was admitted to practice as a sworn advocate within the
Petrograd Judicial District. Veniamin Semyonovich specialised in insurance law and served as legal adviser
to the Salamandra Insurance Company as well as to the Russian Insurance Company.'®2

Legal practice did not define the full range of Mandel’s interests. He was also one of the founders and
an active member of the Jewish People’s Party, and served as chairman of the Petersburg Society for the
Regulation of Jewish Emigration.'®® As noted in his obituary (presumably written by Boris Lvovich Gershun),
“what most deeply engaged his attention and commitment was the question of Jewish emigration. He
served as chairman of the Petersburg Society for the Regulation of Jewish Emigration and dedicated himself
entirely to its work, took an active role in convening the World Jewish Emigration Congress and, in 1911,
travelled to Berlin and Vienna with a delegation from the society he led. Disturbed by the often shockingly
unjust obstacles placed before Jewish emigrants from Russia at border checkpoint, Mandel undertook trips
in 1914 to Hamburg and Bremen, where, thanks to his determined efforts in negotiations with shipping
companies, meaningful improvements were secured for emigrants.”'*

Veniamin Semyonovich was also involved in the publication of Evreisky Mir (Jewish World), a Russian-lan-
guage journal issued in St. Petersburg between 1909 and 1911. He served as chairman of the Society for
Jewish Music and sat on the board of the Jewish Literary and Artistic Society.

In the autumn of 1919, Mandel emigrated to Finland, relocating a year later to Berlin. In exile, he
held leadership positions in several organisations. He headed the Society for the Assistance of Russian
Citizens in Berlin and chaired the Abstracts Commission of the Union of Russian Sworn Advocates. This
commission organised lectures and discussions on current legal and social issues facing the russian
émigré community in Europe. Topics included the legal status of emigrants (with papers presented
by V.S. Mandel and M.A. von Taube in 1920), historical aspects (such as B. L. Gershun'’s report on the
St. Petersburg Bar), and questions of professional ethics, among them, participation in Soviet court
proceedings and the advertising of legal services in the German press. Other areas of focus included
the proposed Russian constitution, developments in Soviet law, and Issues concerning the legal status
of the Soviet population.

At the same time, Mandel continued his legal practice and served as legal adviser to the Salamandra
Insurance Company. Shortly before his death, he opened a boarding house, financed with borrowed funds.

He died in Berlin on 14 March 1931.

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Alexei Yakovlevich Prozorov
(1842-1914)

Entrepreneur, financier, member of the Third State
Duma representing St. Petersburg, philanthropist,
and privy councillor. Honorary citizen of the city of
Vyatka (Kirov).

Alexei Yakovlevich Prozorov was born on 12 August
1842 in Arkhangelsk, into a merchant family.

Prozorov joined the family business shortly after
completing his studies at the Moscow Commercial
School in 1862. His father, Yakov Alexseevich, special-
ised in the wholesale trade of grain and linen goods,
which were exported via the ports of Arkhangelsk
and St. Petersburg. It was Yakov Alexseevich who suc-
ceeded in freeing local merchants without ships of
their own from their dependence on foreign trading
companies. He shipped goods abroad independently,
bypassing intermediaries, and negotiated directly
with international trading houses.'®

In 1879, the Prozorov family relocated from the city of Viyatka (now Kirov) to St. Petersburg. That same
year, Yakov Alexseevich and his only son, Alexei Yakovlevich, became full partners in the trading house Ya-
kov Prozorov and Son. Initially, Alexei Yakovlevich worked under his father’s guidance. However, following
Yakov Alekseevich’s death in 1881, he became the sole proprietor of the firm.

Over the course of his extensive career, Prozorov held various positions, including being one of the
founders of the Northern Telegraph Agency (1882), serving as chairman of the St. Petersburg Stock Exchange
Committee (1897-1914), and being a full partner in the Russian Seal-Hunting Association. He also chaired
the boards of the Kamchatka Trading and Industrial Company, the Rossiya Insurance Company, and the
|.Riting Glass Manufacturing Company; and he was chairman at the Baltic Paper Spinning and Weaving
Manufactory in Reval, a member of the board of the Volga-Kama Commercial Bank, as well as chairman of
the Council of Congresses of Representatives of Exchange Trade and Agriculture (1906).

Prozorov was also known as a member of the board of the St. Petersburg Commercial School, an honorary
justice of the peace in the Luga District, and a shareholder or investor in several commercial enterprises.

Prozorov took part in the work of various advisory bodies attached to the Ministries of Trade and Finance.
He served as a special official under the Minister of Trade and Industry and was a member of the Council
of Trade and Manufactures. Among other roles, Alexei Yakovlevich was a member of the Special Council
responsible for drafting the Code of Merchant Shipping.

Like his father, Prozorov was actively engaged in public affairs and charitable work. In 1891, he was
awarded the title of Honorary Citizen of Vyatka “as one of the finest of its former citizens, who always re-
sponded warmly and generously to any worthy cause for the benefit of his native city.”'%

During the First Russian Revolution, Prozorov became a member of the St. Petersburg Club of Public
Figures (the first political club in the country) and joined the Union of 17 October party.

In September 1911, Alexei Yakovlevich was elected to the Third State Duma from St. Petersburg by
the First Congress of Municipal Voters. He sat with the Octobrist faction and served on both the Financial
Commission and the Commission on Trade and Industry.

Alexei Yakovlevich died of blood poisoning on 22 January 1914 and was buried in the Isidorovskaya
Church at the Alexander Nevsky Lavra.

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Petr Petrovich Regir
(1851-1919)

Entrepreneur, shipowner, merchant of the first guild, and founder of a major shipping company.

Regir was born in 1851 in Mariupol, into a family of German colonists.

After earning his initial capital through grain trading, he started building a fleet in the 1880s, his first
acquisition was the paddle steam tug Uspekh, built in England in 1872. This was soon followed by the
purchase, also in England, of his first cargo steamer, Natford, as well as the lease of the Engineer Avdakov
in 1889. These vessels were primarily used to transport coal from Mariupol to various ports along the Black
Sea and to Constantinople (Istanbul)

The P. P. Regir Steamship Company was soon registered in St. Petersburg, and by 1891, Petr Petrovich
had attained the status of a 15t guild merchant.

From that point forward, the Mariupol shipping enterprise experienced substantial growth: between
1893 and 1912, large new vessels were actively acquired and constructed.

In order to expand the business, the charter of the Russian Commercial Shipping Society, which was
founded specifically to develop the steamship enterprise, was approved on 30 December 1911. Petr Petro-
vich, who served as chairman of the board, held a controlling interest in the company. The organisation’s
head office was located in Odessa, while its board operated from Saint Petersburg.

Over the span of just twenty-three years without any government support Regir succeeded in establish-
ing the largest shipping company in Russia, which by tonnage ranked fifth among all domestic steamship
enterprises.’”’

Little is known about the later life of Petr Petrovich. In 1910, he gave a presentation at the Second Regular
Congress of Shipowners of the Black Sea—Azov Region, held from 27 September to 4 October, addressing the
issue of representing maritime enterprises within the Department of Merchant Shipping.'® He also served
as a member of the Port Authority and as director of the District Branch of the Provincial Prison Committee.

Petr Petrovich remained in Russia throughout the time of the Revolution. The exact date and circum-
stances of his death are unknown.

Sergei Vasilievich Rukhlov
(1852-1918)

Public official, lawyer, minister of railways, mem-
ber of the State Council, state secretary to the Em-
peror, and actual privy councillor. First Chairman of
the Russian Maritime Law Society. Honorary citizen
of the city of Vologda.

Rukhlov was born on 24 June 1852 in the village
of Novoye, in Vologda Uyezd, Vologda Governorate.
After graduating from the Vologda Gymnasium in
1870, Rukhlov enrolled at the Faculty of Law of St. Pe-
tersburg University. He completed his studies in 1873,
earning the degree of Candidate of Law. That same
year, Rukhlov entered the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

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There, Sergei Vasilievich worked for six years before transferring to the Main Prison Department, where
he served as chief file clerk. In 1882, he was appointed inspector of the 6% class. In this role, he conducted
numerous inspection visits to civil correctional institutions, issuing directives for the reorganisation of
prisons and the Moscow transit hospital. Through his efforts, prison sanitary conditions were improved,
compulsory inmate labour was introduced, and provincial prison inspectorates were established in several
regions. For his successful reforms in the management of St. Petersburg’s correctional institutions, Sergei
Vasilievich was granted the Sovereign’s Favour in 1886.

In 1890, he was appointed inspector of the 5™ rank. For his work on the publication of the Statute on
Exiles, Rukhlov was once again granted the Sovereign’s Favour.

In 1892, Sergei Vasillevich was appointed assistant state secretary of the State Council, serving in the
Department of State Economy, and five years later was promoted to state secretary.

From 1903 to 1905, he served as deputy to Rear Admiral Grand Duke Alexander Mikhailovich, the chief
administrator of Merchant Shipping and Ports. After the department was dissolved, Rukhlov was appoint-
ed to the State Council, where he served until 1917. For his service, he was awarded numerous honours,
including the Order of St. Alexander Nevsky in 1910.

From 1905 to 1910, Sergei Vasilievich was the first chair of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

Between 1909 and 1915, Rukhlov held the post of minister of railways. In 1912, he was appointed state
secretary to the Emperor, and the following year was granted the rank of actual privy councillor. In 1914,
he joined the Finance Committee but retired the following year due to health reasons.

Sergei Vasilievich was also actively involved in public life. On his initiative, the Society for Assistance
to Students from Vologda in St. Petersburg was established in 1901 (renamed in 1904 as the Society for
Assistance to Natives of Vologda in St. Petersburg), and in 1906, he became one of the co-founders of the
Northern Circle of Fine Arts Enthusiasts and provided it with financial support.'®

By resolution of the Vologda City Duma dated 17 May 1901, Sergei Vasilievich was awarded the title
of Honorary Citizen of the City of Vologda “for his tireless charitable work in support of the city’s student
youth.1°

Rukhlov was arrested during the February Revolution. After his release, he left for the North Cau-
casus.

On August 29, 1918, he was arrested again in Essentuki by the North Caucasus Cheka. He was imprisoned
in Pyatigorsk as a part of a group held hostage and accused in the case known as“The Plot to Assassinate
the Leaders of the Proletariat.” He was executed with the others, cut down by sabres on Mount Mashuk.'"
The exact date of Rukhlov’s death remains unknown; various sources cite October 21, 27, or 31, 1918.

Vladimir Stepanovich Sadovsky
(1841-1919)

Lawyer, international commercial and civil law expert, deputy minister of trade and industry, privy
councillor.

In 1868, Sadovsky was elected privatdocent at Novorossiysk University following the successful defence
of his dissertation, “On the Development of Workers’ Associations as a Measure of State Reform.”

Once he had attained the rank of state councillor, Vladimir Stepanovich moved to Saint Petersburg in
1885. By 1892, having been promoted to privy councillor, Sadovsky joined the Fourth Department of the
Senate and became a member of the Editorial Committee responsible for drafting the Civil Code. In this
capacity, he prepared and published draft articles on general and limited partnerships.

Sadovsky joined the Special Council responsible for drafting the Code of Merchant Shipping in 1900,
playing an active role in shaping its key provisions.

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In 1903, Vladimir Stepanovich published his work “Draft Articles on the Right to Sail under the Russian
Flag with Commentary.”'"? The publication aimed to protect Russian capital in international trade and to
advance both its interests and those of the Russian treasury. In 1907, another annotated draft by Sadovsky
appeared under the title “On Rescue and Assistance at Sea."'"

A year later, Vladimir Stepanovich was appointed deputy chief prosecutor of the Second Department of
the Senate, which dealt with peasant administrative affairs. He also served as legal adviser to the General
Directorate of Merchant Shipping and Ports. From 1907 to 1916, Sadovsky was a member of the Council
of the Minister of Trade and Industry, attaining the rank of privy councillor in 1909."*

In 1915, Sadovsky published an article titled “The International Brussels Conference on Maritime Law”in
the Journal of the Ministry of Justice. The article was accompanied by a preliminary draft of an international
convention on the unification of certain rules concerning maritime mortgages and liens.'"

Vladimir Stepanovich retired from public service in 1916. He died in Petrograd in 1919.

Egor (Georgy) Georgievich
Steblin-Kamensky

(08.04.1855 (according to other sources -
1853)- not earlier than 1935)

Privy councillor, chief executive of the Chancel-
lery of the Ministry of the Navy, and senator of the
Governing Senate serving in both the Department of
Heraldry and the Judicial Department. First chairman
of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

He was born on 8 April 1855 in Kiev."'® After
graduating from the First Vilna Gymnasium, Ste-
blin-Kamensky applied to the Faculty of Law at the
Imperial St. Petersburg University and was success-
fully admitted.

In 1876, he completed his studies with a degree of
Candidate of Legal Sciences and entered military ser-
vice as a private in the cavalry of the Russian Imperial
Army, joining the 13th Narva Hussars Regiment of His
Imperial Highness Grand Duke Konstantin Nikolaev-
ich. After being promoted to non-commissioned officer, he was transferred to the reserve.

From late December 1876 until 11 February 1877, Georgy Georgievich was formally retired from
service.'’

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Starting in 1877, he served in the Ministry of Justice as a senior candidate for judicial appointments to
the Warsaw Court of Appeal. The following year, he was promoted to assistant secretary of the same court.
At the same time, in 1878, Egor Egorovich was on duty in the provinces of the Kingdom of Poland.'*®

A year later, he was confirmed in the rank of collegiate secretary, subsequently promoted to titular
councillor for length of service, and dispatched to serve as acting court investigator for the Wielu Gover-
norate of the Kalisz District Court.

In 1881, Steblin-Kamensky was advanced to the rank of collegiate assessor, again for years of service.

The following year, he was appointed secretary of the Warsaw Court Chamber, and in 1883, became
a member of the Kalisz District Court. That same year, Egor Egorovich transferred to the Ministry of the
Navy, taking up the post of assistant legal adviser.

He was soon promoted to the rank of court councillor (1885) and appointed assistant of the 6" class. In
1888, he attained the rank of collegiate councillor, and in 1891, was elevated to the rank of state councillor.

Subsequently, Steblin-Kamensky worked as chief file clerk of the 5% class in the Chancellery (in 1893 or
1894, according to different sources) and as head of the Maritime Ministry’s codification works (in 1896,
the year in which Egor Egorovich was promoted to actual state councillor). By 1901, he had become head
of the Chancellery of the Ministry of the Navy.

Steblin-Kamensky contributed to discussions on draft laws and existing regulations in both his personal
capacity and as a representative of the Ministry of the Navy:

-1In 1885, he participated in a commission under the General Directorate of Shipbuilding and Supply
for the review of a project concerning hired craftsmen and labourers at the Port of Saint Petersburg.

-1n 1896, as a representative of the Ministry of the Navy, he took part in discussions on the reorganisation
of the zemstvo system in non-zemstvo provinces and on the draft regulations concerning the collection
of a lodging tax from hotel guests.

-1In 1901, he was appointed as a representative of the Ministry to the Special Council for the drafting of
the Code of Merchant Shipping, as well as to the Special Council for the Discussion of the Reorganisation
of the Zemstvo System.

-In1904, he served as chairman of the commission tasked with the preliminary development of regula-
tions on the valuation and sale of prizes; also acted as a member of the commission for revising the regu-
lations of the Admiralty Council and the commission charged with defining the rights and responsibilities
of the commander-in-chief of the Fleet and Ports and the chief of Baltic Sea Defence.

—In 1905, as a representative of the Ministry of the Navy, he participated in discussions concerning the
reform of the existing Governing Senate. As a member of the relevant commissions, he contributed to the
drafting of legislation on local administrative courts, the revision of regulations on maritime service qual-
ifications (morskoy tsenz), and the development of a bill governing the service of naval officers.

- In 1906, he served on the Special Council tasked with drafting service instructions and provisional
staffing tables for the Office of the Naval General Staff.

-1n 1907, he took part, in his capacity as a member of the Council, in reviewing a draft regulation on
the administration of naval commands.

-In 1909, he was engaged in discussions on the revision of the regulations concerning prize money, as
well as legal questions relating to the laws of war and neutrality.

-In 1910, he served on a commission responsible for drafting new regulations governing naval prizes.

For his diligent service as a member of the commission for the revision of the Code of Maritime Regu-
lations (1888), and of the commission tasked with reviewing the status of civilian craftsmen and workers
employed by the Naval Department (1892), Egor Egorovich was granted the Sovereign’s Favour.'"?

From 1904 until at least 1911, he also served as prosecutor at the Higher Prize Court.’?® In 1905, he was
promoted to the rank of privy councillor.

In 1910, Egor Egorovich was elected chairman of the Russian Maritime Law Society.

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In October 1911, he was appointed a senator serving in the Department of Heraldry of the Governing
Senate, and in 1915 he was transferred to the Judicial Department. In 1917, Egor Egorovich once again
worked in the Senate, this time in the Fourth Department.

After the October Revolution, Steblin-Kamensky appears to have remained in the USSR. Indirect evidence
of his continued presence comes from the 1923 All Petrograd yearly directory, where he is listed under the
abbreviated surname Steblin'*' as a lawyer.

Egor Egorovich had been dependent on his daughters, Elizaveta and Olga, since 1925, and his name was
last recorded in the house books during the first half of 1929. According to some sources, he was deported
from Leningrad to Samara with his sister, Natalia, and his daughters in March 1935.'%

His exact date of death remains unknown, although available sources suggest that he was still alive as
late as 1935.

Ivan Egorovich (Georgievich)
Steblin-Kamensky (Steblin-Kaminsky),
Holy Martyr Father John

(1887-1930)

Naval officer, archpriest of the Russian Orthodox
Church.

Ivan Egorovich was born on 26 October 1887 in
Saint Petersburg. In 1902, after attending a St. Peters-
burg gymnasium, he was transferred into the junior
general class of the Naval Cadet Corps as a cadet. In
1906, he was promoted to junior midshipman, and
a year later to shipboard midshipman.'?

It is known that lvan Egorovich provided aid to
the victims of the 1908 earthquake in Sicily and Cal-
abria, for which he was awarded a silver medal by the
Italian government. From 1909 to 1910, he served as
a company commander aboard the cruiser Admiral
Makarov, after which he trained naval recruits at the
port of Kronstadt.

In 1912, he was promoted to the rank of lieutenant. During this period, Steblin-Kamensky also taught
at the Naval Cadet Corps.

He subsequently resigned from the navy in 1917 due to health reasons. According to some sources, another
factor in his resignation was his stated inability “to bear witness to the disintegration of the Baltic Fleet."*

After demobilisation, Ivan Egorovich joined a scientific expedition to survey the shoals of the Neva River
(1918). Between 1919 and 1921, following remobilisation, he served as assistant director of Lighthouses in
the Baltic Fleet of the Red Army. During this same period, he began serving as a psalmist at the Holy Trinity
Church in Petrograd, a turning point that led him to pursue the priesthood.

In 1920, Steblin-Kamensky was ordained a deacon at Holy Trinity Church. That same year (though some
sources indicate 1921), he was arrested for the first time on suspicion of harbouring a spy but was soon
released without charge.

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In 1923, he was ordained to the priesthood (protoiereus) and was given the title of archpriest.“In pre-
paring to receive the dignity of the priesthood, lvan Georgievich was also bracing himself for trials. For in
those days, the path of the clergyman was not only consoling, but also sorrowful and bitter, often ending
in imprisonment,” as written in Steblin-Kamensky’s hagiographical notes.'*

In 1924, lvan Egorovich was arrested for the second time, as part of the so-called “Orthodox Brother-
hoods” case. He was accused of gathering religious people around him and fostering unauthorised religious
activity. Steblin-Kamensky was sentenced to three years’imprisonment, which he served at the Solovetsky
Special Purpose Camp. While in captivity, he worked as an accountant in the camp’s engineering department.

Following his release in 1927, he was placed under administrative exile in Voronezh for a period of three
years. In the years that followed, Steblin-Kamensky went on to lead the Voronezh Diocese.

In 1929, Ivan Egorovich was once again arrested by the OGPU and charged with activities aimed at
undermining the authority of the Soviet regime; he was sentenced to three years’ imprisonment in the
Solovetsky labour camp. While serving his sentence, he was accused of engaging in anti-Soviet agitation
with the aim of “preparing the faithful to rise up against the authorities, overthrow the regime, and restore
the monarchy”and was subsequently re-arrested (as part of the case against the so-called Church-Monar-
chist organisation known as the Buevtsy). Together with other clergymen from Voronezh, Ivan Egorovich
was transported under escort back to Voronezh and placed in the local prison.

By resolution of the OGPU Collegium dated 28 July 1930, Steblin-Kamensky was sentenced to the death
sentence and was executed by firing squad on 2 August 1930, near Voronezh, together with a group of
monks and priests.’?®

By resolution of the Jubilee Bishops’ Council of the Russian Orthodox Church (13-16 August 2000),
Steblin-Kamensky was included among the Synaxis of the New Martyrs and Confessors of Russia, who
suffered for the faith. His feast day is commemorated on 20 July (2 August, New Style).

Sergei Andreyevich Shatelein
(1873-1946)

Statesman, deputy minister of finance, actual state
councillor.

Sergei Andreyevich graduated from the Imperi-
al School of Jurisprudence '¥. Shatelain began his
career in the Merchant Shipping Department of the
Ministry of Finance with the rank of collegiate asses-
sor (1902). In 1905, he was promoted to court coun-
cillor and represented the Ministry on the board of
the Arkhangelsk-Murmansk Railway.

Soon, Shatelain became a special official to the
Minister and a member of the Technical Council of
the Merchant Shipping Department (1906). In 1910,
Sergei Andreyevich was appointed head of the Mer-
chant Shipping Department, holding the rank of state
councillor.™®

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By the outbreak of the First World War, Sergei Andreyevich had been promoted to actual state councillor.
During this period, he headed the Department of Customs Duties within the Ministry of Finance,'® as well
as the General and Credit Chancelleries.

In 1917, Sergei Andreyevich held the position of deputy minister of Finance.’*® After the October Rev-
olution, he emigrated to London, where he worked as a bank director.

Shatelain died in August 1946 in London. He is buried in Gunnersbury Cemetery.

Mark (Markel) Porfiryevich Shafir
(1847-1934)

Sworn advocate, commercial court advocate, legal
scholar, publicist, actual state councillor.

He was born in 1847 in the Belarusian town of
Kaidanovo,"' Minsk Uyezd, Minsk Governorate. After
graduating from the Faculty of Law at St. Peters-
burg University in 1871, Shafir entered service in
the Senate.

For a decade, Mark Porfiryevich served as
ober-secretary in the Fourth Department of the
Senate and worked at the ober-procurator’s desk,
initially within that department, and later, in 1906,
in the Department of Heraldry."2

Shafir was a member of the commissions respon-
sible for drafting the Civil Code and for revising leg-
islation on civil procedure and enforcement. He also
took part as an expert in the Special Council for the
drafting of the Code of Merchant Shipping, contrib-
uting in particular to the deliberations on the chapter concerning marine insurance.

Between 1902 and 1907, Shafir held the position of board secretary, and later legal adviser, at the St. Pe-
tersburg Discount and Loan Bank. He was also a member of the Law Society affiliated with St. Petersburg
University.

Mark Porfiryevich retired from state service in 1906 with the rank of actual state councillor. He subse-
quently joined the legal profession as a sworn advocate, practicing within the jurisdiction of the St. Pe-
tersburg Judicial Chamber. During this period, Shafir continued to contribute to consultative bodies of the
Ministry of Justice, focusing on water law, as well as on draft revisions of the Civil Code and the Statute on
Guardianship.

Shafir was also active in a number of significant commercial ventures of the time. He served as chairman
of the boards of the Construction Society, the Saatchi and Mangubi Tobacco Factory Partnership, and the
Ekaterinoslav Construction Society, and he worked as legal adviser to the Baku Oil Company and to the
A.R. Lickfeld Glass Manufacturing Company. Between 1907 and 1908, he was involved in the bankruptcy
proceedings of Pavel Pavlovich von Derviz, acting in the capacity of insolvency administrator.

Mark Porfiryevich also took part in the work of the Council of Congresses of Representatives of Industry
and Trade. In May 1909, he chaired the commission tasked with preparing issues for the agenda of the

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forthcoming International Conference in The Hague, devoted to the unification of regulations governing
bills of exchange.'*?

In addition to his legal and public service, Shafir contributed to a range of publications, general Russian,
Russian-Jewish, and legal (including the Journal of Civil and Criminal Law and the Journal of the Ministry of
Justice). In 1892, his book Laws on Civil Proceedings and Penalties, accompanied by explanatory notes, was
published,* and in 1910, he released a further annotated volume, Regulations on Recoveries on Undisputed
Cases of the Treasury,' also accompanied by explanatory notes.

Following the October Revolution, Shafir remained in Petrograd, where he continued to practice law
within Soviet institutions'¢ and to publish on civil law. Among his later works were “General Civil and
Promissory Note Surety” and “On the Draft Norms of Bill Law” (both published in 1925), as well as “The
Commencement of the Limitation Period” (1928).

Mark Porfiryevich died in Leningrad in 1934.

Mikhail (Moisei) Isaakovich Sheftel
(1852 (1862'3 or 1858'38)-1922)

Sworn advocate, commercial court attorney, dep-
uty of the First State Duma of the Russian Empire,
entrepreneur, public figure, and defender of Jewish
rights.

Mikhail Isaakovich Sheftel was born in 1862 in
Zhitomir, Volhynia Governorate.” In 1882, he grad-
uated from the Faculty of Law at St. Petersburg Uni-
versity with the degree of Candidate of Law, and sub-
sequently undertook an internship at universities
in Germany. During his student years, Sheftel took
an active interest in journalism: he contributed to
the journal Delo and published articles in Russkaya
Mysl (Russian Thought) exploring the causes behind
the decline of the communal landholding system in
Germany.

It is believed that the increasingly unfavourable
conditions for literary work in the 1880s led Sheftel
to turn his attention to the legal profession.’ He

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moved to Saint Petersburg and began working as an assistant to the sworn advocate Alexander Yakovlevich
Passover. On 12 June 1887, Sheftel qualified as a sworn advocate of the St. Petersburg Judicial Chamber,"!
and later became a commercial court attorney at the Petrograd Commercial Court.'*?

Mikhail Isaakovich also sat on the boards of several joint-stock companies, including Russian Providence,
the Amur Shipping and Trading Company, the Upper Amur Gold Mining Company, and the Upper Volga
Railway Bridge Company.'#

Sheftel was part of the leadership of Chyorny Peredel (Black Repartition), a clandestine organisation
founded in 1879 by activists who favoured predominantly non-violent methods of opposing the czarist
regime. He was also involved in the Narodnaya Volya—-aligned Central Student Circle at St Petersburg Uni-
versity. In addition, Sheftel was a committed advocate for Jewish rights and participated in various Jewish
civic organisations throughout Russia.

In 1905, Mikhail Isaakovich joined the Narodnaya Svoboda (People’s Freedom) party, and on 14 April
1906 he was elected to the First State Duma as a deputy representing the Ekaterinoslav Governorate'“.
Sheftel was a member of the Constitutional Democratic (Kadet) faction, served on the commission tasked
with drafting the Most Humble Address to the Emperor project, and sat on the Agrarian Commission, and
he also signed the bill “On Civil Equality.”

According to a character reference, Mikhail Isaakovich believed “it essential to use the Duma as a means
of countering bureaucratic arbitrariness and addressing the most pressing issues of the day: agrarian,
labour, and national”**

On 10 July 1906, he signed the Vyborg Manifesto, which called for civil disobedience against the author-
ities. As a result, he was convicted (under Article 129, Part 1, Paragraphs 51 and 3 of the Criminal Code),'*
sentenced to three months’imprisonment, and stripped of his electoral rights.

Following the February Revolution, Sheftel participated in the State Conference held in Moscow. The
details of his later life remain unknown.

Mikhail Isaakovich died on 28 April 1922 in Paris (according to other sources,' in Petrograd).

Petr Alexandrovich Yurenev
(1837-after 1917)

Sworn advocate, senator, actual privy councillor.

Yurenev was born on 15 March 1837 in Pskov Gov-
ernorate.’® In 1858, he graduated from the Imperi-
al School of Jurisprudence and, immediately upon
completion of his studies, was appointed to a post

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in the Senate. Petr Alexandrovich subsequently served as a desk officer in the Ministry of Justice, and from
1863 to 1865 returned to the Senate in the role of chief secretary.

Further Yurenev served in the Legal Commission of the Kingdom of Poland (1865-1867) and in the Kursk
District Court as deputy chairman (1867-1871).

Later, however, Petr Alexandrovich left state service and turned to legal practice. He worked as a sworn
advocate within the jurisdiction of the St. Petersburg Judicial Chamber and maintained his practice in
Kursk. In 1874, Yurenev was appointed to the Warsaw Departments of the Senate,'* and then he became
a member of the Warsaw Judicial Chamber (1876).

From 1879 to 1882, Yurenev served as deputy chief prosecutor of the Civil Cassation Department of the
Senate and as chairman of the Warsaw Judicial Chamber'™, and in late 1882, he was appointed senator of
the Civil Cassation Department.™’

Until 1897, Petr Alexandrovich chaired the editorial committee of the Civil Section of the St. Peters-
burg Law Society. Between 1898 and 1906, he was a member of the Editorial Commission responsible for
compiling the Civil Code, and also sat on the Special Council responsible for the drafting of the Code of
Merchant Shipping.

Among other pursuits, Yurenev published articles on civil law in Sudebnyi vestnik (Judicial Herald) and
Zhurnal grazhdanskogo i ugolovnogo prava (Journal of Civil and Criminal Law), focusing on property rights,
contracts of sale, and inheritance law. His interest extended beyond Russian law to include Polish legal
matters, as reflected in his articles “Judicial Reform in the Provinces of the Kingdom of Poland” (1875-1876)
1n“On the Civil and Family Rights of Women under Russian and Polish Law” (1878).

Petr Alexandrovich was also involved with several charitable societies.

On 1 January 1909, he was promoted to the rank of actual privy councillor. He retired from public ser-
vicein 1917.132

The date and circumstances surrounding Petr Alexandrovich’s death remain unknown.

LESSER-KNOWN AND UNKNOWN MEMBERS OF THE SOCIETY

Little is known about eleven members of the Russian Maritime Law Society. The limited information
currently available offers no definitive insight into what brought these individuals into the Society or what
became of them following its dissolution.

Neveheless, the material already uncovered provides a starting point for further research. With time, we
may well gain a fuller understanding of these figures and their role in the Society’s history.

In 1908, Vasily Nikolaevich Antoshin published an article titled “Payment on a Forged Cheque”in the
weekly legal newspaper Pravo (St. Petersburg).’»® That same year, Antoshin also delivered a report on the
subject of payments on forged cheques at a meeting of the Bureau of Legal Advisers to Joint-Stock Banks
of Short-Term Credit, held in St. Petersburg on 9 May 1908.">*

Nikolai Vasilievich Artsybushev was born on 23 February 1858 in Tsarskoye Selo in the province of Saint
Petersburg. After receiving a legal education, he worked as a sworn advocate in St. Petersburg. However,
he was also a composer, and it appears that music was, in fact, his principal vocation.'*

Artsybushev received his music education at the St. Petersburg Conservatory, where he studied under
Nikolai Andreyevich Rimsky-Korsakov. In 1907, he succeeded Rimsky-Korsakov as chairman of the Board

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of Trustees for the Encouragement of Russian Composers and Musicians. From 1910 onward, Artsybushev
headed the St. Petersburg branch of the Imperial Russian Musical Society.

In the aftermath of 1917, he emigrated to Paris, where he died on 15 April 1937.

There is not much known about Nikolai Sergeevich Garganov. It is acknowledged that he lived from
1869 to 1942 and that in 1900 he served as secretary of the Judicial Department of the Senate. He was
granted the civil rank of titular councillor. Garganov died in January 1942 during the siege of Leningrad.'®

Konstantin Egorovich Krupyshev was born in 1862 and worked as commercial director of the First
Joint Stock Transport Company Transport, the first specialized transport and forwarding enterprise, which
operated from 1922 to 1930. In 1926, Krupyshev's work “Instructions on Transport and Forwarding Oper-
ations was published.””™ Konstantin Egorovich was repressed in 1919.#

A member of the Russian Maritime Law Society, E. V. Lukovich (his full name and patronymic have not
yet been identified), was the author of a report “On the Deficiencies the Composition of General Average
Statements'® in Russia. The report was presented to the members of the Society at a general meeting on
11 April 1912, as well as to the Council of Congresses of Representatives of Industry and Trade.'®

Information on Georgy Alexandrovich Paparigopulo is even more limited: the only available reference
is an unconfirmed assumption that he died in Paris on 11 October 1923.''

Karl Eduardovich Regel is known primarily from a handful of publications, which indicate that he
studied at St. Petersburg University,'®? worked as a geobotanist, and participated in an expedition to the
Kola Peninsula in the early 20™ century.'®* Beginning in 1907, Karl Eduardovich was elected chairman of the
board and effectively served as the acting director and manager of the Northern Steamship Company,'®*
which had been established in St. Petersburg in 1900. Between 1901 and 1903, Regel had also been one
of the board directors of the company and was mentioned among its principal shareholders.

Evgeny Evgrafovich Sabinin was born in 1874. He worked as an agent of the Russian Society of Ship-
ping and Trade, and in 1914 completed a course at the Theological Academy. Among other roles, Sabinin
was a member of the Council of the Congress of Shipowners, and, while in exile, participated in the Trade
and Industrial Union in Paris. He died there at the age of 51, sometime before 29 November 1926, and was
buried at the Pantin Cemetery on 30 November.

Yakov Andreyevich Tikston was born in 1866. He worked at the Salamander Insurance Company as an
assistant manager. Archival records preserve correspondence addressed to Tikston from various individuals
concerning such matters as the construction of a cement factory, the organisation of an art exhibition, the
financing of enterprises, trade operations, and appointments to official positions. Evidence suggests that
Yakov Andreyevich studied the legal boundaries of state involvement in maritime rescue operations.’s

As an expert, Tikston took part in drafting the Code of Merchant Shipping, contributing to the chapter
on marine insurance. At the time, he held the civil rank of actual state councillor. In 1903, his work “On the
Issue of Insurance for River Vessels at the Upcoming Nizhny Novgorod Congress of Volga Shipping Repre-
sentatives”'® was published. Yakov Andreyevich died in 1932.

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K.Ya. Ushakov lived from 1857 to 1917. He taught advanced accountancy courses at St. Petersburg
University and authored lecture notes and outlines on commercial law.'®’

Mikhail lvanovich Ushakov was presumably born in 1870. He held the rank of actual state councillor
and worked as a special official at the Ministry of Trade and Industry. He was also a member of the board
of the Russian Commercial Volunteer Fleet.'®®

However, there are eight members of the Society about whom no information is currently available:
A. l. Balabin, G. Jackson, G. A. Katz, S. K. Levis, M. |. Forostovsky, N. I. Khvorostov, R. F. Turner, and A. O. Kan.

EPILOGUE

The search for and identification of all members of the Russian Society of Maritime Law is painstaking
work that demands an interdisciplinary approach and a capacity to work with fragmentary sources. Establish-
ing connections between scattered references in archival records, periodicals, and private correspondence
is key to reconstructing a fuller picture of the biographies of the Society’s members.

Particularly valuable are the recollections of descendants, surviving photographs, letters, and personal
items associated with the lives of the Society’s members. These artefacts not only help clarify biographical
facts and shed light on the activities of the Society itself but also allow us to grasp the spirit of the era and
to better understand the motivations and interests of these remarkable individuals.

The effort to recover the biographical record of the Society’s members is not only a tribute to their con-
tribution to the development of maritime affairs and legal thought, but also a vital step toward preserving
the historical memory of a complex and often contradictory time.

Continued research in this field promises not only to deepen our knowledge of the Russian Maritime
Law Society, but also to make a meaningful contribution to the broader understanding of the historical
period during which it operated. =

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Tokyo was originally scheduled to host the
event five years ago, but it was cancelled due to
the coronavirus outbreak. In 2021, CMI represent-
atives met online via Zoom, while in 2022-2024 the
conference was held in other cities.

Konstantin Putrya participated not only in the
working group on wrongful arrest, but also in the
open session of the Rotterdam Rules group, where
the implications of introducing a new negotiable
transport document were discussed.

A Threat to the Existing Bill of Lading
System

For nearly three years, a dedicated working
group of the United Nations Commission on Inter-
national Trade Law (UNCITRAL) has been develop-
ing a convention on negotiable cargo documents.
The aim of the project is to introduce an entirely
new document of title for the carriage of goods by
any mode of transport, modelled on the existing
maritime bill of lading.

Representatives of the CMI are actively engaged
in discussions surrounding this novelty. In their
view, the draft convention should include a provi-
sion explaining how the new instrument aligns with
the existing legal regimes, namely, the Hague-Visby
Rules and the Rotterdam Rules. Without such clarifi-
cation, there is a risk of confusion when integrating
the proposed changes into the current bill of lading
system.

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CMI’s dedicated working group outlined its main
concerns regarding the proposed text of the con-
vention:

1. Lack of Clarity for Third Parties.

Negotiable cargo documents affect the rights
of third parties, such as subsequent holders. The
CMI notes that the rights of such holders will be
governed by the new instrument rather than by
established principles of maritime law. Of particular
concern is the wording of Article 7(1), which defines
in extremely abstract terms what rights are deemed
to be“included”in the document. Article 1(3), for its
part, may result in contradiction with other inter-
national conventions, thereby creating legal risks
for States Parties.

2. Contradictions with the Rotterdam Rules.

Although negotiable freight documents may
fall within the definition of a“negotiable transport
document” under the Rotterdam Rules, Article
1(3) of the new instrument has the potential to
supersede their provisions. This poses a threat to
the coherence and stability of the legal framework
established by the Rotterdam Rules.

3. Entry-into-Force Threshold.

The CMI has criticised the requirement of only
three ratifications for the convention to enter into
force. Given that the new instrument may super-
sede existing rules governing bills of lading, the
CMI advocates for a higher threshold, akin to that
set under the Rotterdam Rules.

The CMI has also expressed support for al-
lowing states to enter reservations to the new
instrument. Following a meeting of its dedicated
working group, CMI representatives resolved to
continue maintain dialogue with key stakehold-
ers, including FIATA and the GSF. Their principal
aim is to reduce potential risks to the maritime
industry arising from the adoption of the new
convention and to ensure legal certainty for all
market participants. The 58" session of the UN-
CITRAL, taking place this summer, is expected
to be a turning point in finalising the text of the
convention.

Harmonisation of Maritime Law
in the Face of New Realities

Several high-ranking officials delivered wel-
coming speeches at the opening of the confer-
ence on 14 May, including Ann Fenech, President
of the Comité Maritime International (CMI); Arsenio
Dominguez, Secretary-General of the International
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Maritime Organisation (IMO); and Satoru Mizushi-
ma, Vice-Minister for Transport of Japan.

The event continued with the traditional Franc-
esco Berlingieri Lecture. This year’s speaker was
José Angelo Estrella Faria, former Secretary-General
of UNIDROIT. His presentation bore the title “The
Comité Maritime International and the Harmonisa-
tion of Maritime Law: Achievements, Partnerships,
and Challenges.” José Angelo Estrella Faria exam-
ined the process of developing maritime legislation
provisions, drawing on the experience of drafting
both the Rotterdam Rules and the Beijing Con-
vention on the Judicial Sale of Ships. He believes
that achieving timely approval of such instruments
has become particularly challenging today due to
the large number of stakeholders involved; before
any topic can be brought to intergovernmental
discussion, multilateral consensus must first be
established.

Lex Maritima in its Final Form

It took more than three hours of debate on the
finalised Lex Maritima draft, in which 25 General
Principles of Maritime Law are outlined and struc-
tured in seven parts. The document had been in de-
velopment for over a decade under the leadership
of Dutch professor Erik van Hooydonk, who carried
out most of the foundational research himself.

There has long been a widespread belief that
maritime law is founded on globally accepted basic
principles and common customs. Extremely rare so
far, however, have been the attempts to identify
and compile these common principles of maritime
law. The CMI Lex Maritima is the first elaborate
instrument to do so."

The Lex Maritima Principles are based on an
in-depth comparative law analysis and objective
evidence, can be considered universal. The
academic research underlying this compilation is
neutral with respect to legal systems, commercial
interests, policy intentions and personal
preferences.? Particular attention was paid to
ensuring that the document did not include
provisions on which no international consensus
has yet been reached.

Yet another latest version of Lex Maritima was
unveiled in Tokyo, marking significant departures
from the previous Gothenburg Draft. Members of

the Russian delegation specifically raised questions
about translating Lex Maritima into all six UN offi-
cial languages: English, Arabic, Spanish, Chinese,
Russian, and French.

The authors of the 25 General Principles of
Maritime Law made it clear that translation efforts
should be led by national professional associations.
First by translating the core rules themselves, fol-
lowed by their accompanying footnotes and com-
mentaries. In the light of this response, the Russian
Maritime Law Association resolved to establish a
dedicated working group to handle the Russian
translation of Lex Maritima.

However, such action will be possible only upon
CMI’s official release of the document in its final
version. During the preparation of this article, the
International Maritime Committee’s website con-
tained nothing beyond the Gothenburg Draft.

The Presidential Breakfast
and Further Dialogue

As always, the Presidential Breakfast was once
again held this year, bringing together leaders of
all CMI member maritime law associations from
around the world.

Meanwhile, day two of the conference addressed
a comprehensive range of issues, spanning from
technological digitalisation in the maritime sector
and crew welfare initiatives to the complex regula-
tory challenges of autonomous surface ships and
the environmental aspects of polar region shipping.

Bearing in mind the purpose of the CMI, in accordance with its Constitution, ‘to contribute by all
appropriate means and activities to the unification of maritime law in all its aspects,

Noting that maritime law contains numerous specific concepts and rules, some of which differ
considerably from related institutions in other branches of the law,

Noting that despite national divergences maritime law largely rests on a number of general, uni-
versally shared principles, known as the Lex Maritima,

Considering that the CMI as a worldwide umbrella of maritime law practitioners is the appropriate
organisation to identify, compile and disseminate these universal principles;

Wishing to enunciate the universal foundations of maritime law, thereby clarifying its specificities
and contributing to its international uniformity,

Acknowledging that the CMI's International Working Group on the Restatement of the Lex Maritima
(“the IWG"), established in 2014, has carried out substantive comparative law research in order to
identify, compile and articulate these universal principles, based on extensive references to legal
sources collected worldwide, including conventions, codes, statutes, case law, doctrine and model
contracts and clauses,

Convinced that this compilation of the Lex Maritima can serve various useful functions, including
as an educational tool, as guidance for national and international legislators and, where the pos-
itive law permits so they may also serve, as an additional source of general principles of the Lex
Marittima.

Stressing that this compilation of the Lex Maritima does not intend to derogate from the positive
maritime law at either international or national level, but merely to serve as a supplementary tool;

Stressing that by adopting this Resolution and thereby adopting the compilation of the Lex Mar-
itima, the CMI does not intend or suggest to have given this compilation any special authority or
supremacy over other available sources evidencing general principles of the maritime law, maritime
usages or maritime practice;

Noting that a first complete version of ‘The Draft CMI Lex Maritima), known as ‘The Gothenburg
Draft’ was submitted by the IWG in 2024;

Noting that the IWG has prepared ‘The Draft CMI Lex Maritima — The Tokyo Principles;, which are
attached to the present resolution;

Adopts the attached document as‘The CMI Lex Maritima - The Tokyo Principles.

Authorizes the Executive Council to consider in cooperation with the IWG any linguistic
and grammatical inaccuracies and to make the necessary editorial corrections to the
adopted document, before its publication.

One of the most significant outcomes of the Assembly meeting was the adoption of a resolution ap-
proving Lex Maritima, following the incorporation of several stylistic revisions.

Maritime Law Association passed the flag to their Brazilian colleagues. The next conference of the Comité

Conclusions

Thus, from April to June 2025, the commercial
courts considered 135 maritime cases, of which
107 concerned private law matters and 28 related
to public law. The distribution of cases by category
is generally consistent with previous periods. Most
private law cases involved claims for recovery under
various maritime contracts. In the field of public law,
the main category remains illegal border crossings. =

Thus, while making decisions, courts take into
account the following grounds (The MSC, Arts 388,
390; the Commercial Procedure Code of Russia, Arts
90, 93; s 14 of Resolution of the Plenum of the Su-
preme Court of Russia No 15 dated 01 June 2023):

1) the existence of a maritime claim;

2) proportionality of the security measure to
the claims;

3) risk of impossibility of the judgment enforce-
ment;

4) keeping the balance of the parties'rights and
interests.

An important factor in deciding on ship arrest
for oil spills or allisions with the port facilities is
whether the public interest has been violated. (this
argument was often used by the Commercial Court
of Krasnodar Region in 2024).

Some noteworthy rulings:

1. In its ruling of 6 May 2022 in case A42-
3901/2022, the court granted the arrest and or-
dered the ship to be transferred to a third party
with the right to use it.

2. In the ruling of 22 February 2023 in case
No A51-2808/2023, the arrest dismissal was rea-
soned by the following: “The event for exhausting
the security measure is not specified.” This contra-
dicts to Art 391(1) of the MSC, according to which
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a vessel may be released from arrest only on the
basis of a court ruling, upon the provision of suf-
ficient security in an acceptable form. Thus, the
courts requirement to specify an event is excessive.
Another court’s remark that the applicant did not
specify the period for which the security measures
should be granted is also unfounded.

In the Ruling of the Commercial Court of the
Astrakhan Region dated 31 August 2022, in case No
A06-7540/2022, the applicant applied for the cargo
arrest and to prohibit the master of the Astrakhan
port from granting permission for the ship to leave
the port until the cargo is unloaded and transferred
to the warehouse. Similar occurred in the Ruling
of the Commercial Court of the Astrakhan Region
in case No A06-7541/2022 dated 30 August 2022.
The arrest of cargo is a rare security measure. Inter-
estingly, the applicants specifically requested the
arrest of the cargo. It made the court consider the
relevant legal provisions. In addition to the arrest of
the cargo, the applicants demanded a prohibition
from leaving the port until the cargo is transferred
to the warehouse, thus conditioning the vessel’s
movement upon the cargo’s handover. Arrest, in
its traditional meaning, is imposed and lifted solely
by court rulings. In its reasoning for rejecting the
applicant’s arrest application, the court referred to
the relevant legal provisions. =

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ship detention.

Introduction

hip arrest is the detention or restriction of the

ship’s movement when the vessel is in Russia
based on the rulings of courts, commercial courts
and the Maritime Arbitration Commission (MAC)
(Art 389 of the Merchant Shipping Code of the
Russian Federation, MSC). Ship arrest is distinct
from general arrest according to the Commercial
Procedure Code of the Russian Federation (CPC),
which restricts property disposal (Art 91).1

Ship arrest legislation in Russia consists of inter-
national instruments, special arrest provisions and
general procedural provisions.

International instruments include the Arrest
Convention 1952 and the MLM Convention 1993.
Russia is a party to both these Conventions.

Chapter 23 of the MSC stipulates special arrest
provisions. This regulation is based on the Arrest
Convention 1952 and the Arrest Convention 1999.
Russia is not a party to the Arrest Convention 1999.
The MSC reflects the provisions of the said Conven-
tion regarding the list of maritime claims, rearrests,
and multiple arrests. In this context, the relevant
provisions of the Arrest Convention 1999 are ap-
plied as domestic rules.

Chapter 8 of the CPC provides for general pro-
cedural provisions. The application of the relevant
legislation to ship arrest was discussed in the Infor-
mational Letter of the Supreme Commercial Court
of Russia No 81, dated 13 August 2004. Section 16
states that the provisions of the CPC apply to the
ship arrest to the extent they do not contradict the
MSC.
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The note deals only with some problems and
the most important aspects that have affected ju-
dicial practice over the last years.

Arrest Procedure

Before discussing the problems arising from
ship arrest, it can be beneficial to describe the ar-
rest procedure briefly. The description is based on
the stages the arrest case may follow.

Ship detention

The harbour master has the power to detain
the ship in the port for up to 72 hours pending the
arrest if the claim is for the damage the ship caused
(Art 81 of the MSC). Detention is not part of the
arrest procedure. Rather, it is an additional, rapid
preliminary remedy.

The list of claims for which the ship can be de-
tained is narrower than that of maritime claims. So,
the ship cannot always be detained when it can be
arrested.

Arrest application

The state courts and the MAC have the power
to arrest the ship (Art 388 of the MSC).2 The MAC
has this power for historical reasons. It may use this
power only when it is competent to consider the
dispute on the merits. Usually, the arrest application
shall be submitted to the court at the ship’s location
(Art 99(3) of the CPC). During arrest, the ship must
be in a Russian port. Otherwise, it can be a separate
ground for dismissing the arrest.® The ship’s location
is the region where the relevant port is located (s 2 of
the Resolution of the Plenum of the Supreme Court
of Russia No 18 dated 20 November 2003).

The applicant must demonstrate the grounds
for arrest. These grounds can be divided into sub-
stantive and procedural ones. Substantive grounds
are a maritime claim, a connection between the
liable person and the ship (ownership or charter by
demise) and, if applicable, a maritime lien (Art 390
of the MSC). The CPC stipulates procedural grounds.
In general, this ground is the impossibility or diffi-
culty of the judgment enforcement if the measure

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is not granted. These grounds are discussed in more
detail in s 14 of the Resolution of the Plenum of the
Supreme Court of Russia No 15 dated 1 June 2023
(Resolution No 15).

The time limit for considering the arrest appli-
cation is the next day after the application receipt
(Art 93(1.1) of the CPC RF). In reality, this limit starts
from the day of receipt and registration of the rele-
vant application. So, the ruling on the arrest can be
issued later than one day after the application sub-
mission. The delay can be a key factor. If the ship calls
out of the port, it cannot be arrested. The applicant
should control the receipt and registration of the
application. At the same time, the parties do not have
direct tools to expedite the application consideration.

Alternative security

If the vessel is arrested, the shipowner or another
interested party can apply for a change of security
(Art 391(1) of the MSC). The amount and form of the
alternative security should be agreed upon by the
parties. If the parties fail to reach an agreement, the
court can stipulate the amount and form of alterna-
tive security. The amount of security cannot exceed
the arrested property value (Art 391(2) of the MSC).

The general rules on change of security and
counter security (Arts 94 and 95 of the CPC) reg-
ulate the provision of alternative security instead
of arrest.

Setting the arrest aside

The court can set the arrest aside (Art 391(4) of
the MSC, Art 97(1) of the CPC RF). The arrest is set
aside if, after providing additional information, the
court finds that there have been no grounds for the
arrest. The time limit for considering this applica-
tion is five days (Art 97(2) of the CPC).

Appeal

The ruling dismissing the application to set the
arrest aside can be appealed (Art 93(7) of the CPC).
However, the ruling granting an arrest warrant can-
not be appealed. This change was introduced to
the CPC on 5 January 2024. However, the ruling
dismissing the arrest application can be appealed.

The time limit for considering the appeal and
cassation appeal is general and stipulated by the
CPC. These terms make the appeal an ineffective
tool. If the ruling to grant the arrest is appealed,



the ship remains in the port, is not used and causes
damages to the shipowner. A more sensible course
of action would be to settle the dispute or provide
an alternative security. If the ruling to dismiss the
arrest is appealed, the ship can leave the port and
cannot be arrested even though the ruling to dis-
miss the application was wrong.*

Practical Issues

After discussing the arrest procedure, the fol-
lowing text focuses on some practical aspects of
the relevant procedure. Problematic moments are
emphasised.

Time limit violations

The ship's specific feature is its exceptionally
high mobility. It can be in high waters for a long
time and quickly enter and leave the state’s territo-
ry. In this context, the issue of following time limits
plays a key role in ship arrest.

The time issue is relevant for each stage of the
arrest procedure. Although the arrest application
shall be considered the next day after its receipt,
this term is the next business day after its regis-
tration. Sometimes, the courts may be overloaded
and cannot receive and register the application on
the same day. The consideration is delayed. If the
harbour master does not detain the ship, the ship
can leave Russia during the period of delay.

The same concerns apply to considering the
application to set the arrest aside. The time limit
for this is five days. In reality, it may take around
a month or even more.’ During this time, the ship
remains in the port, and the shipowner and inter-
ested parties suffer losses. The arrest transforms
into the mechanism of putting pressure upon the
shipowner, and makes the interested parties settle
the dispute on worse terms.

Change of security

An effective way to get the ship released is to
provide alternative security instead of an arrest.

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From the international practice perspective, one
of the most convenient tools for doing so is the
P&l Club’s Letter of Undertaking (LOU). The Russian
courts accepted LOUs.® However, this is not an es-
tablished position.’

The difficulties arise regarding the amount
of security. The amount of sufficient security de-
pends on the amount of the claim. Finding the
justified claim amount is often a substantive issue
critical for the case’s merits. In this case, the court
can refuse to consider this issue at the preliminary
stage and accept the claim’s calculations.® So, the
amount of alternative security depends entirely
on the claimant and can be unfairly increased.
This situation makes it more difficult to get the
ship released and causes additional losses to the
shipowner and other interested parties. At the
same time, there are cases where the alternative
security is accepted for an amount lower than the
claim’s value.®

Besides increasing the claim’s value, there are
other ways to make releasing the vessel more
difficult. One of them is an artificial division of
claims. The clearest example is salvage. Salvage
agreements are often concluded in an emergency
and do not stipulate the services covered suffi-
ciently. The salvors can extract part of the services
and claim them as a non-contractual debt. After-
wards, they can arrest the ship for both contrac-
tual and non-contractual claims.’ Whether the
salvage agreement covers the relevant service is
a substantive question that cannot be resolved
at the preliminary stage. Shipowners and other
interested parties are put into a position where
they must provide two separate alternative secu-
rities in two separate proceedings. This conduct
makes it possible to circumvent the provision on
the limit of the alternative security (Art 391(2) of
the MSC).

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Proportionality requirement

When granting security measures, the court takes
into account the proportionality of the claim to the
consequences of the measures to be applied (s 14 of
Resolution No 15)." The consequences of ship arrest
are substantial. Shipowners and other interested
parties suffer losses in connection with the cargo
onboard the ship, breach of their obligations before
the shippers and charterers, and loss of profit. The
claim secured is not always proportional to these.

A clear example is the crew wages claim. This
is a maritime claim, secured by a maritime lien
(Art 367(1)(1) of the MSC). The claim for wages is
often much lower than the arrest consequences
and the ship’s value. The court can dismiss the ar-
rest application due to the lack of proportionality.

In merchant shipping, it isa common practice to
use one-ship companies. One-ship companies are
judicial persons usually incorporated in convenient
jurisdictions that own only one ship and no oth-
er property. If the ship is unavailable, the creditor
cannot get their claim enforced because the ship-
owner has no other property. So, it is essential for
the claimant to have security. The proportionality
requirement narrows this possibility.

On the example of wager claims, it can be
demonstrated that this may cause unjustified con-
sequences—the crew cannot protect their rights.
The applicability of the proportionality requirement
to ship arrest is questionable due to the interna-
tional character of merchant shipping.

Sanctions

One of the results of imposing sanctions for Rus-
sian commercial proceedings is the introduction
of Arts 248.1 and 248.2 to the CPC on the exclu-
sive competence of Russian courts and anti-suit
injunctions with regard to cases involving sanc-
tions against Russian artificial and natural persons.
The EU prohibited the enforcement of the Russian
courts’judgments based on the relevant Articles.™

If the judgment is taken based on sanctions-re-
lated Arts of the CPC, there is a high risk that it will

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not be able to be enforced outside Russia. This is
a separate ground for granting security measures,
including ship arrests.™

In other cases, sanctions can be the basis for
claims and, accordingly, the ship arrest. For exam-
ple, when the company terminates the contract
due to the impossibility of its performance because
of sanctions, the Russian counterparty brings the
claim to the commercial court.™

Due to the sanctions, the court can decline an
alternative security in the form of the P&I Club’s
LOU. The reasoning is that it is possible that the
Club will not be able to perform its undertakings
under LOU because sanctions may prohibit it.'®

Non-acceptance of the LOUs is not the only con-
sequence of sanctions in insurance. The departure of
P&l Clubs from the Russian market led to an increase
in the number of arrests. The LOUs were used not
only as an alternative security to the court but also
as a measure to prevent the arrest. The P&l Clubs’ de-
parture reduced the number of LOUs ensured by the
insurers'reputation. This causes fewer claims to be se-
cured and, therefore, an increased number of arrests.

The number of arrests is inversely related to
economic stability.' The overall market decadence
connected with the Russian economy’s isolation
affects the paying capacity of the market partic-
ipants and increases the number of arrests. Ship
arrest statistics confirm this.

Ship Arrest’s Features

The special ship arrest regulation relates to the
peculiarities of its application. In particular, the ship
arrest procedure is more complex than other secu-
rity measures.

Maritime claims

The main feature of ship arrest is that the ship
can be arrested only for a maritime claim (Art 389

of the MSQ). So, besides the general requirements,
the claimant must prove that its claim is on the list
of maritime claims. The claimant’s failure to demon-
strate the claim’s maritime nature can be a separate
reason to dismiss their arrest application.’” Howev-
er, in most cases, the lack of maritime nature of the
claim is usually accompanied by the failure to meet
the procedural requirements.'®

Whether a ship can be arrested in the form of its
detention for a non-maritime claim is questionable.
At least, these measures are applied in insolvency
cases.”

Person liable is a ‘shipowner’

Under the general rule, the property not owned
by the person liable cannot be arrested to secure
the claim against this person. The ship that can
be arrested should be owned or chartered by de-
mise by the person liable. This is an exclusion from
the general rule. This exclusion is provided by law
(Art 390(1)(4) of the MSC).

Even though the possibility of arresting the ship
in charter by demise is stipulated by law, it is un-
clear how such an arrest secures the claim against
the debtor, as they do not own it. If the arrest of the
property owned by a third party cannot secure the
claim against the debtor, then the arrest of such
property cannot be considered necessary under
the CPC criteria.?

Maritime liens

A maritime lien is a separate ground for ship ar-
rest (Art 390(1)(1) of the CPC). A detailed discussion
of the nature of the maritime lien is not a subject of
the present paper. Briefly, the paramount maritime
lien's effect is the possibility of enforcing the judg-
ment from the ship’s value, irrespective of ownership
rights, and the highest priority of claims secured by
a maritime lien (Arts 368, 370 of the MSC).

No. A59-1514/2019, 3 March 2022.
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This does not mean there is no need to demon-
strate the procedural grounds for the arrest when
a maritime lien secures the claim. The claim, se-
cured by a maritime claim, does not transform
into an in rem claim or a claim against the vessel’s
new owner in case of its disposal. It remains the
claim against the person liable. So, if the court
believes that the lack of an arrest will not result
in the impossibility or difficulty of the judgment
enforcement against the debtor, it can dismiss the
arrest application.?' There is an opposite practice
stating that the procedural grounds do not need
to be shown to arrest the ship for the claim se-
cured by a maritime lien.?

Conclusion

The note deals with the main peculiarities of
ship arrest in Russia. The ship arrest is a separate
security measure that differs from general security
measures stipulated by the CPC. The main feature
is that the ship can be arrested only for a maritime
claim. This legislation can relate to the fact that the
arrest provides for the ship’s detention. However,
ship detention can be achieved through other mar-
itime remedies.

Furthermore, the special ship arrest provisions
do not provide for the exclusion or restriction of the
general procedural law requirements. In this case,
the special ship arrest regulation makes it more
difficult to arrest the ship. It does not make it more
available to the creditors due to the ships’ excep-
tional mobility. The reason for the special regulation
of ship arrest is not apparent.

The main characteristic of ship arrest in Russia
is uncertainty. It is seen from the judicial practice
that there is no reasonable expectation of whether
the ship will be arrested or released. This position
has a negative effect on the general state of the
market and may scare away the creditors who are
sure that the ship can be arrested in a different
jurisdiction. However, this approach opens the
room for opportunism. Considering the relatively
inexpensive and rapid justice, claimants may rely
on chance when applying for ship arrest and have
minimal risks. =

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Interim Measures in Maritime
Disputes: Jurisdictional Competition
or Concurrent Competence

Unexpected Shift in Established Judicial
Practice

The Ruling of the Commercial Court of the City
of Sevastopol dated 2 July 2025 in Case No. A84-
9433/2025 marks a landmark judicial act. For the
first time court has questioned its own jurisdiction
to impose interim measures under an arbitration
clause referring disputes to the Maritime Arbitra-
tion Commission at the Chamber of Commerce
and Industry of the Russian Federation (MAC at
the RF CCI).

The factual background of the case is not un-
common in maritime practice: a foreign compa-
ny sought interim relief by requesting the arrest
of a shipment of gypsum delivered by the vessel
AYA ZANOUBYA Ill to the Port of Sevastopol. What
distinguished this case, however, was the court’s
response to an arbitration clause that referred dis-
putes to the MAC at the RF CCl.

Procedural Riddle: What Exactly Was the
Court Asking?

An examination of the reasoning part of the
judgement reveals that it referred to the arbitration
clause contained in the charterparty and invoked
paragraph 2 of the MAC Rules, which empowers
the President of the Commission to order the arrest
of a vessel or cargo located in a Russian port. The
court then invited the applicant to “provide a legal

justification, with reference to specific provisions of
law, for submitting the application for interim relief
to the Commercial Court of the City of Sevastopol”

This wording is perplexing and raises a number
of questions. Does it suggest that the court doubt-
ed its own jurisdiction to grant interim relief? Did it
consider that, where an arbitration clause in favour
of the MAC at the RF CCl exists, the applicant is first
required to approach the President of the Commis-
sion? Is there a jurisdictional conflict between state
courts and arbitral tribunals when it comes to the
granting of interim measures?

These are the questions we will seek to address
below.

The Legal Nature of the President’s
Authority under MAC at the RF CCI

Pursuant to paragraph 1 of Article 388 of the
Merchant Shipping Code of the Russian Federation,
a vessel may be arrested not only by a ruling of
a court or commercial court, but also by a ruling
issued by a body “authorized by law to impose ar-
rest on the vessel to secure a maritime claim.” Such
a tribunal is the MAC at the RF CCl, whose President
is vested with the relevant powers under paragraph
5 of Annex 2 to the Law of the Russian Federation
On International Commercial Arbitration.

However, paragraph 36 of Resolution No. 53 of
the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation, dated 10 December 2019, titled “On
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the Exercise by the Courts of the Russian Federation
of Functions of Assistance and Supervision in Re-
spect of Arbitration and International Commercial
Arbitration,” states that rulings by an arbitral tribu-
nal on the granting of interim measures are to be
complied with by the parties solely on a voluntary
basis. In other words, the current legal framework
lacks a state enforcement mechanism to ensure
compliance with interim measures ordered by the
President of the MAC at the RF CCI.

This point is crucial when evaluating how effec-
tive such measures really are, since the interim relief
granted by the President of the MAC at the RF CCl
offers very little real relief in practice.

Jurisdictional Allocation:
Exclusive or Concurrent Powers

The key question, as it appears to have been
posed by the court, is as follows: does an arbitration
clause in favour of the MAC at the RF CCl prevent
a party from applying to a state court for interim
measures?

The answer to this question should be an un-
equivocal no, for several reasons.

Firstly, under current procedural law, parties
to arbitration proceedings are entitled to apply to
a state court for interim measures. Part 3 of Arti-
cle 99 of the Commercial Procedure Code of the
Russian Federation provides that such preliminary
measures may be granted at the location of the
applicant or at the location of the funds or other
assets to which the application solicits for taking
measures aimed at securing property interests, or
at the location of violating the applicant’s rights.

Secondly, as clarified in paragraph 29 of Infor-
mation Letter No. 158 of the Presidium of the Su-
preme Commercial Court of the Russian Federation,
dated 9 July 2013, titled “Review of the Practice of
Commercial Courts in Cases Involving Foreign Par-
ties,” an arbitration agreement does not preclude
a party from applying to a state court for interim
relief. In doing so, the court will consider whether
any interim measures have already been granted
by the arbitral tribunal, and whether such measures
are being complied with voluntarily.

Thirdly, the lack of an enforcement mechanism
for interim measures ordered by the President of
the MAC at the RF CCl undermines any claim of
exclusive jurisdiction by the arbitral tribunal in this
regard. At the same time, as noted by the SCC of the
Russian Federation in paragraph 24 of Information
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Letter No. 78 dated 7 July 2004, titled “Review of the
Practice of Applying Preliminary Interim Measures
by Commercial Courts,” the enforceability of interim
measures must be taken into account when they
are granted.

Legislative Reform Prospects:
Solution or Source of New Challenges

In the context of the judicial act under discus-
sion, particular attention should be given to the
draft federal law On Amendments to Certain Leg-
islative Acts of the Russian Federation, prepared
by the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation
in 2025." The initiative seeks to establish a mech-
anism for the mandatory enforcement of interim
measures rendered by arbitral tribunals in disputes
overseen by permanent arbitration institutions.

Under the proposed amendments, a party to
arbitral proceedings would be entitled to apply
to a state court for the enforcement of an interim
measures ruling issued by a permanent arbitral in-
stitution. In such cases, the state court would have
no authority to reassess the facts established by
the arbitral tribunal or to review the ruling on its
merits. It is expected that applications for a writ of
execution will be processed within 14 days, without
the need for a court hearing.

Information on the Value of the Assets
Subject to Arrest

It is also worth noting that the court refused to
consider the application for preliminary interim
measures on the additional ground that the appli-
cant had not provided information about the value
of the cargo to be arrested or specified the amount
claimed from each defendant.

What is doubtful is whether a lack of informa-
tion on the value of the cargo can serve as a valid
ground for leaving the application unprocessed
under Part 2 of Article 93 of the CPC of the Russian
Federation. At the same time, such information
may be necessary if the court invites the applicant
to provide counter-security and suspends further
consideration of the application. In that case, the
lack of such information would create additional
difficulties for the applicant, which is particular-
ly concerning given the urgent nature of interim

measures. Therefore, to avoid unnecessary delays
and the risk of losing the opportunity to obtain an
arrest order on procedural grounds, this informa-
tion should be provided at the time of filing the
application for interim relief.

As for the allocation of claims against each de-
fendant, such a deficiency may indeed serve as
valid grounds for leaving the application without
further action. It is likely that, in the case under
comment, the claimant listed several companies
as procedural co-defendants without providing
justification for their joint and several liability. Per-
haps the issue is that, without information on the
amount claimed from a specific debtor, it may be
difficult for the court to assess whether the relief
sought is proportionate to the claim asserted.
At the same time, it's not entirely clear whether,
for the sake of assessing proportionality, the court
actually needs to see a detailed breakdown of the
claims against each defendant. In practice, this
means the applicant should either justify holding
all debtors jointly and severally liable or clearly
indicate the amount claimed from each one and
explain the reasoning behind the allocation of that
amount.

Conclusions

The Ruling of the Commercial Court of the City
of Sevastopol dated 2 July 2025 in Case No. A84-
9433/2025 highlights the need to clearly delin-
eate the respective competences of state courts

and the MAC at the RF CCl in matters of interim
relief. Given the current lack of a mechanism for
the mandatory enforcement of arbitral tribunal
judgements, an arbitration clause should not re-
strict the parties’ right to seek interim measures
from a state court.

Even if the draft law had already been adopted
in its current form at the time the ruling under com-
ment was issued, it would still be difficult to argue
that the applicant should be required to seek inter-
im measures exclusively from the President of the
MAC at the RF CCI. The applicant must retain the
right to choose whether to apply for interim relief
through the state court or through the President
of the MAC at the CCI.

The prospective legislative changes aimed at
establishing such a mechanism require a careful-
ly considered approach. It is essential to maintain
equilibrium between the effectiveness of interim
measures and appropriate state oversight, while
minimising the risk of abuse.

This court case under discussion highlights the
importance of careful preparation when filing an
application for preliminary interim measures: in
cases involving multiple debtors, it is essential to
distinguish clearly between the claims asserted
against each party and to provide the court with
as much relevant information and supporting ev-
idence as possible, including the estimated value
of the property sought to be arrested.

Such an approach can significantly increase the
chances of interim relief being granted. =
